Coast Oil Company -- Adoption of Site Cleanup Requirements and Rescission of Order No. 92-138


CHRONOLOGY:
November 1992 Site Cleanup Requirements adopted.  
DISCUSSION:  
The Tentative Order sets forth tasks and a time schedule to investigate and clean up petroleum hydrocarbon contamination at the Coast Oil Company facility located in San Jose.  The site has been a bulk storage/distribution facility for petroleum products since the early 1950’s.  The facility has more than 50 aboveground storage tanks with a combined capacity of over 746,635 gallons containing diesel fuel, kerosene, and bulk oil.  
The Tentative Order implements tasks identified during previous remedial actions and rescinds the initial 1992 Site Cleanup Requirements Order.  The Tentative Order requires Coast Oil Company to conduct additional investigations and evaluate whether additional remediation is necessary due to a change in groundwater conditions at the site since 1992.

Staff has met or spoken with the discharger to address their concerns.  We have made appropriate changes to the Tentative Order based on the Discharger’s comments.  The Discharger concurs with the Tentative Order and has indicated their acceptance.
