Phillips Petroleum Company, 9000 Carquinez Scenic Drive, Port Costa, Contra Costa County - Hearing to Consider Mandatory Minimum Penalty for Discharge of Partially Treated Wastewater to Waters of the State

CHRONOLOGY:
June 19, 1996 – NPDES general permit reissued


February 1, 2000 – Tosco Refining Company received discharge authorization

September 19, 2001 – NPDES general permit reissued

DISCUSSION:
This is a Mandatory Minimum Penalty (MMP) Complaint package for $6,000.  The MMP Complaint was originally sent to Phillips Petroleum Company (Phillips), whom we were advised was the owner of the facility.  In a letter dated February 12, 2002, Phillips claims that although Phillips has recently acquired the stock of Tosco Corporation (Tosco), Tosco remains a separate company and Phillips is not the proper party to be named as a responsible party for this violation.   Staff reissued the MMP Complaint to Tosco. The complaint gave Tosco an option of spending $3,000 on an acceptable supplemental environmental project.  Tosco has submitted the signed waiver and will submit a proposal to spend $3,000 on an acceptable project and a check for $3,000 by February 25, 2002, thus complying with the terms of the MMP Complaint.
