DISCUSSION:
The purpose of the Tentative Order (Appendix A) is to rescind Waste Discharge Requirements for Santa Clara Station Landfill.  

Pacific Recovery Corporation and the City of Santa Clara disposed of landfill gas condensate into the City of Santa Clara Station Landfill.  Monitoring indicates that waste and leachate is contained at the landfill.

The Santa Clara Station landfill was incorporated into the area of Santa Clara All Purpose Landfill.  The Waste Discharge Requirements for Santa Clara Station are no longer necessary since the Santa Clara All Purpose Landfill is currently subject to Waste Discharge Requirements Order No. 94-050. 

We have circulated the Tentative Order to the dischargers and interested parties.  Pacific Recovery and the City of Santa Clara have verbally indicated their concurrence with the Tentative Orders, however, no written comments to the Tentative Order have been provided.
