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SUBJECT:	The U.S. Army Corps Of Engineers And The Napa County Flood Control And Water Conservation District, Napa River/ Napa Creek Flood Protection Project, Napa County – Approving Plans Submitted Pursuant to Provision C.2. of Order No. 99-074, and Amending Provision C.2. of Order No. 99-074








CHRONOLOGY: September 15, 1999 – Waste Discharge Requirements adopted by Board





DISCUSSION:      The U.S. Army Corps of Engineers and the Napa County Flood Control and Water Conservation District received Waste Discharge Requirements (WDRs) in 1999 to implement the Napa River/Napa Creek Flood Protection Project (Project) along 6.9 miles of the Napa River and 0.67 miles of Napa Creek in Napa County. The primary purpose of the Project is to provide an economically feasible and environmentally sensitive method to protect the City of Napa from the computed 100-year storm event. The Project will achieve flood protection and habitat enhancement by the use of environmentally beneficial methods, such as the creation of wetlands, marshplain and floodplain terraces, setback levees, bypass channels and biotechnical bank stabilization; the use of open space as the floodway; and the selective removal of existing levees.





To construct this phased Project, approximately 1.7 million cubic yards of soil will need to be excavated and disposed of to create the marshplain and floodplain terraces.  At the time of adoption of theWDRs, all aspects of the plan to excavate and dispose soil had not been finalized.  Therefore, the Dischargers were required to prepare and submit soil characterization and disposal plans for each Project phase (1B-5) for Board approval. The Dischargers have submitted the required plans for Phase 1B.  This Order approves the submitted Soil Sampling and Analytical Plan (SAP) and the “Best Management Practice Plan to Maintain Water Quality For the Napa River Flood Protection Project” (BMP Plan).





Additionally, this Order amends the WDR’s provision for soil excavation and disposal (Provision C.2.). While each phase of Project construction will occur in a different reach of the River, the design features and soil excavation methods will be similar. The SAP and BMP Plan that have been developed for Phase 1 are appropriate as templates for future phases. Therefore, this Order establishes the SAP and the BMP Plan as templates for Phases 2-5.





This Order further revises Provision C.2. to provide for plan approval by the Executive Officer, rather than the Board.  As revised, this Provision requires the submittal of a separate sampling and analysis plan for each phase, based on the SAP template, for Executive Officer approval.  This change is consistent with the Board’s practice of having the Executive Officer approve detailed sampling and analytical plans for soil and groundwater plume delineation and soil disposal.  This will streamline the implementation of each phase.





Finally, this Order deletes Provision C.2.f. of  the WDR that requires submission of detailed plans for soil disposal at two sites.  This is because the submission of plans for these sites has already been required under the site cleanup requirements for the Consolidated Remedial Action Plan for the Project that the Board issued in 2001.





Comments on the Tentative Order were received from the Dischargers and from a Napa County citizen. The Tentative Order was modified in response to these comments. These were minor language modifications which add clarity to the Revised Tentative Order.
