Neptune Society of Northern California’s (Neptune) NPDES permit will be rescinded.  The Board's staff has prepared a tentative rescission order for Neptune, containing reasons for the permit rescission, in accordance with the Federal Clean Water Act and the California Water Quality Control Act.  

Neptune provides funeral services in the Bay Area which include the scattering at sea of ashes from cremations.  Neptune’s NPDES permit authorizes Neptune to scatter approximately 15,000 pounds of cremated human remains annually into Bonita Cove, an arm of the Pacific Ocean.  

The Regional Board intends to consider adopting the tentative rescission order during a meeting to commence at a time and location as follows:

No written comments will be accepted or responded to in writing after that date.

Interested persons are invited to attend and express their views at the public hearing on this matter.  The Board will hear oral testimony, but will not accept written comments after the deadline noted above, except for written transcripts of oral testimony, if desired to assure accuracy of the record.

The tentative permit, comments received and related documents may be inspected and copied at the Regional Board office.
