Comment 1:  Harbor Bay Isle requests adding to Finding 2 of the Tentative Order (T.O.) that Harbor Bay Isle submitted to the State Board its annual monitoring report and chemical use report.

Response 1:  Finding 2 of the T.O. states that Harbor Bay Isle submitted a Notice of Intent, which means the discharger should have submitted all the documents that are required by the Notice of Intent.

Comment 2:  Harbor Bay Isle requests adding to Finding 3 of the T.O. that they completed the renewal application on a timely manner and has fulfilled all the permit’s requirements continuously since 1998.

Response 2:  Finding 3 of the T.O. means that if the Board doesn’t rescind this permit, this permit remains in effect.  It does not mean that the discharger didn’t submit a renewal application.

Comment 3:  Harbor Bay Isle requested again in its second email to add the language stated in comments 1 and 2 above to the T.O.  Harbor Bay Isle further indicated that the purpose of this language is to communicate to the Board that the Harbor Bay Isle has gone beyond its legal requirements, and to avoid the misunderstanding by the Board members that they did not submit a renewal application.

Response 3:  The purpose of this rescission order is to rescind the permit since the aquatic pesticide general permit governs the discharge.  It does not intend to present to the Board your record of compliance.  
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
