Resolution Authorizing the Executive Officer to make minor, non-substantive changes to adopted Basin Plan Amendments and Policies
CHRONO-

LOGY:
The Board has not previously considered this item
DISCUSSION: The tentative Resolution presented today would allow the Executive Officer to administratively make minor, non-substantive changes to amendments to the Region’s Basin Plan or Policies that have been previously adopted by the Regional Board.  It is intended that these changes would be in response to comments received from State Board Staff, both technical and legal, or the State Office of Administrative Law, after adoption by the Regional Board.

In the process of reviewing amendments to the Basin Plan or Policies that have been adopted by the Regional Board, State Board staff, the Office of Chief Counsel, or the Office of Administrative Law, identify minor changes to language that they feel would make the amendment or policy, clearer or easier to understand, and that does not change the intent or thrust of the amendment or policy.  In light of the lengthy administrative process that is required to reach the stage of the process where these minor changes are identified it is desirable to have an expedited method for making these changes.  The Tentative Resolution that you are considering today is intended to provide this tool and follows language recommended by the State Board staff and counsel.
