SUBJECT:	Benjamin Moore & Co., Technical Coatings Co., and The Hertz Corporation, for the property located at 1000 Walsh Avenue, Santa Clara, Santa Clara County – Adoption of Final Site Cleanup Requirements





CHRONOLOGY:	November 18, 1992 – Revised Site Cleanup Requirements adopted.


	


DISCUSSION:   Benjamin Moore and its predecessor, Technical Coatings, operated a paint production facility at the site from about 1953 to 2000.  Contamination to the soil and groundwater was caused by leaking tanks used to store solvents and other chemicals.  All of the tanks have been removed along with the surrounding contaminated soil.  A system of groundwater extraction trenches and wells were installed in 1987 and 1990 in order to remove contaminants from the groundwater and to provide hydraulic containment.  While the extraction system was initially effective in removing contaminants, it became less effective over time due to decreasing contaminant concentrations.  The extraction system was shut down in 1998. 





	The dischargers have proposed to use monitored natural attenuation (MNA), a method that utilizes naturally occurring bacteria in the soil and groundwater to degrade contaminants over time, to remediate residual contamination in the groundwater. The Hertz Corporation purchased the property from Benjamin Moore in December 2000, and it is named as a secondary discharger.  The Tentative Order (Appendix A) requires the dischargers to implement their MNA strategy.





	No comments to the Tentative Order were received.  We expect this item to remain uncontested.
