NOTICE OF APPLICATION AND PUBLIC HEARING

FOR

DISCHARGE PERMIT 

Fairfield-Suisun Sewer District

Fairfield, Solano County
The Fairfield-Suisun Sewer District (Discharger) has filed an application for reissuance of a permit under the National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System.  The Board's staff has prepared a tentative permit for this Discharger, containing effluent and receiving water limitations and special provisions, in accordance with the Federal Clean Water Act and the California Water Quality Control Act.  

The Discharger owns the Fairfield‑Suisun Wastewater Treatment Plant (the Plant), located at 1010 Chadbourne Road, Fairfield, Solano County, California. The Plant provides tertiary level treatment of wastewater from domestic, commercial and industrial sources within the City of Fairfield, City of Suisun City and, by contract, some unincorporated properties in Solano County. The Discharger’s service area currently has a population of approximately 130,000 people (2003). The Plant has an average dry weather flow design capacity of 17.5 million gallons per day (mgd) and can treat up to approximately 34.8 mgd during wet weather. Treated effluent is discharged to the Boynton Slough, intermediately to several duck ponds within the Suisun Marsh, or sent to reclamation. Approximately 10% of the treated effluent is reclaimed for agricultural irrigation, landscape irrigation, and industrial cooling. The Plant presently treats an annual average flow of 16.1 mgd (2000-2002), with an average dry weather flow of 14.1 mgd (2000-2002). 
The Regional Board intends to consider adopting the tentative order during a meeting to commence at a time and location as follows:

Persons wishing to file written comments on or objections to the limitations or provisions of the tentative permit or other aspects of this matter are requested to do so no later than 5:00 p.m. on July 23, 2003, so that such comments may be considered in preparing this matter for presentation to the Regional Board.  No written comments will be accepted or responded to in writing after that date.

Interested persons are invited to attend and express their views at the public hearing on this matter.  The Board will hear oral testimony, but will not accept written comments after the deadline noted above, except for written transcripts of oral testimony, if desired to assure accuracy of the record.

The application for the permit, the tentative permit, and comments received and related documents may be inspected and copied at the Regional Board office.
