CHRONOLOGY:
September 1995 – NPDES permit adopted 

DISCUSSION:
The attached Tentative Order rescinds the NPDES permit for 

Landfill 26.

In 1995, the Board adopted an NPDES permit for the discharge of treated groundwater from Landfill 26. To date, the groundwater pump and treatment system, with the exception of some limited startup testing, has never been operated. Ongoing post-closure monitoring data continues to support that the operation of the pump and treatment system is not required at this time. Thus, NPDES permit coverage is no longer necessary and the permit should be rescinded. In the event that future groundwater monitoring data demonstrates that the operation of the treatment system is needed, resulting in the discharge of treated groundwater, then the Discharger can reapply for an NPDES permit.
