Enclosed for your review is a Tentative Order (Waste Discharge Requirements and Water Quality Certification) for the following proposed project:





Santa Clara Valley Water District, and U.S. Army Corps of Engineers





Upper Guadalupe River Flood Control Project





City of San Jose, Santa Clara County

The Tentative Order will be considered by the Regional Board at its regular meeting on December 3, 2003, at 9:00 a.m., at the above address.  The Tentative Order would permit:

a) Modifications to 5.7 miles of upper Guadalupe River between Interstate 280 and Blossom Hill Road, 0.3 mile of Canoas Creek between the confluence with Guadalupe River and the end of Nightingale Drive, and 1 mile of Ross Creek between the confluence with Guadalupe River and Jarvis Avenue.  The purpose of the project is to modify the upper Guadalupe River, Canoas and Ross Creeks to contain the computed 100-year flood event and prevent flood damages to surrounding neighborhoods consistent with Federal Emergency Management Agency requirements;

b) The project will result in permanent impacts to 1.47 acres of nontidal freshwater wetlands, 10.45 acres or riparian forest, 4,886 linear feet of shaded riverine aquatic habitat, and 1,720 linear feet of undercut banks; and  

c) The implementation of a mitigation and monitoring plan to restore and create:

i) 1.47 acres of wetlands at an off-stream site in Reach 12, adjacent to the Guadalupe River, 

ii) 20.89 acres of on-site riparian habitat,

iii) Approximately 4,886 linear feet of on-site shaded riverine aquatic habitat, and

iv) Approximately 1,720 linear feet of on-site undercut banks.
