SUBJECT:
GENERAL ELECTRIC COMPANY, VALLECITOS NUCLEAR CENTER, ALAMEDA COUNTY - Hearing to Consider Mandatory Minimum Penalty for Violations of NPDES Permit Resulting in the Discharge of Partially Treated Wastewater to Waters of the State

CHRONOLOGY:
The Board has not considered this item before.

DISCUSSION:
The Vallecitos Nuclear Center, which is owned and operated by General Electrical Company (hereinafter the Discharger), violated the copper effluent limit contained in its NPDES permit eight times during the period between January 1, 2000 and October 31, 2002.  Six of these violations are subject to mandatory minimum penalties for a total amount of $18,000.  GE is allowed to undertake a supplemental environmental project up to $16,500 in lieu of paying the full penalty. 

The original Complaint covered six effluent limit violations.  It was revised as a result of the Discharger’s recent identification of two more violations. 

The Discharger has signed the waiver to the Board hearing and submitted a supplemental environmental project (SEP) proposal to the Executive Officer on January 2, 2003.  The SEP, which is included as Appendix B herein for information, consists of (i) native plant restoration for a 2.5-acre area along both sides of Arroyo Mocho in the proximity of Granada High School in Livermore, and (ii) the design and construction of an educational kiosk for the restoration area.
