CHRONOLOGY:
May 1995-NPDES Permit Reissued


DISCUSSION:
Contra Costa County Sanitation District No. 5 operates a wastewater treatment plant that provides secondary treatment of domestic wastewater from the community of Port Costa, which has a population of about 350 people and is located about four miles northwest of Martinez.  This results in a discharge of about 6,000 gallons per day of treated wastewater to Carquinez Strait via a deepwater outfall.  




The attached Tentative Order (Appendix A) reissues the NPDES permit for the District.  It contains technology-based limits in accordance with federal regulations and water quality-based effluent limitations based on the California Toxics Rule, State Implementation Policy, and Basin Plan.
