DISCUSSION:
The attached Tentative Order rescinds the NPDES permit for Helitek, because this permit is no longer necessary.

 
In January 2003, Helitek discontinued processing of silicon wafers used in the electronics and computer industries.  Therefore, the reverse osmosis plant is no longer operating and no longer discharging reject water, which was the discharge regulated by the permit.

RESCISSION OF WASTE DISCHARGE REQUIREMENTS FOR:

HELITEK COMPANY

HAYWARD 

ALAMEDA COUNTY 

The California Regional Water Quality Control Board, San Francisco Bay Region (hereinafter the Board) finds that:

1. On October 20, 1999, the Board adopted Waste Discharge Requirements, National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) Permit No. CA0030155 in Order No. 99-082 for Helitek Company for the discharge of reject water from the reverse osmosis plant, to the storm drain system that drains into Alameda Creek, which is a tributary of South San Francisco Bay.    

2. In January 2003, Helitek Company discontinued manufacturing processing at this facility, which made silicon wafers used in the electronics and computer industries. Therefore, the reverse osmosis plant is no longer operating and is no longer discharging reject water. NPDES permit coverage (Order No. 99-082) for discharge is no longer necessary.

3. By a letter of January 13, 2002, Helitek Company notified the Board that an NPDES permit was no longer needed as per the reasons stated in Finding 2.

4.
The rescission of waste discharge requirements is exempt from the provisions of Chapter 3 (commencing with Section 21000 of Division 13) of the Public Resources Code California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) pursuant to Section 13389 of the California Water Code.

5.
The Board has notified Helitek Company and interested agencies and persons of its intent to rescind waste discharge requirements in Order No. 99-082, and has provided them with an opportunity for a public hearing and an opportunity to submit their written views and recommendations.

6.
The Board, in a public meeting, heard and considered all comments pertaining to the rescission of waste discharge requirements for the above discharge.

IT IS HEREBY ORDERED that Order No. 99-082 is rescinded.
