SUBJECT:	National Semiconductor Corporation, United Technologies Corporation, and Hewlett-Packard, for Subunit 1 of Operable Unit 1, in the Cities of Santa Clara and Sunnyvale, Santa Clara County – Amendment of Final Site Cleanup Requirements





CHRONOLOGY:	September 1991 – final Site Cleanup Requirements (SCR) adopted 





DISCUSSION:	In 1991, the Board adopted final site cleanup requirements for a pair of federal Superfund sites that straddle the Santa Clara-Sunnyvale city boundary.  Because groundwater contamination from the two sites is commingled, the Board established operable units and subunits to clarify the different areas of responsibility for different dischargers (see Appendix B map).





This Tentative Order (Appendix A) amends the final Site Cleanup Requirements for Subunit 1 of Operable Unit 1 by removing Shahinian Trust from the list of responsible parties.  National Semiconductor Corporation (NSC), United Technologies Corporation, and Hewlett-Packard will remain on the order as responsible parties.  Shahinian Trust was not suspected of having caused or contributed to the release of contaminants, but was named as a secondarily responsible party in the existing order because it owned one piece of property within the NSC campus that was determined to be a source area for contamination.  Until August 2000, NSC leased this property from Shahinian Trust, and NSC occupied the property at the time the release occurred.  In August 2000, Shahinian Trust sold the property to NSC.  NSC continues to maintain responsibility for cleanup of contaminated soil and groundwater emanating from the property. Because Shahinian Trust no longer owns the property, there is no reason to retain Shahinian Trust as a responsible party on the order.   





The Tentative Order directs NSC to record a deed restriction to prohibit use of shallow groundwater beneath the subject property and prevent activities that may exacerbate groundwater pollution.  





No comments on the Tentative Order were received during the public review period.  We expect the Tentative Order to remain uncontested.
