SUBJECT:
            Chevron U.S.A. Products Company, for the property located at 1603 Broadway, Redwood City, San Mateo County – Rescission of Site Cleanup Requirements

CHRONOLOGY:
March 17, 1993 - Site Cleanup Requirements adopted

DISCUSSION:
The site has been an active service station since 1965.  It is located at the southwest corner of Broadway and Chestnut Street in Redwood City, and lies approximately one half mile southeast of Redwood Creek.  In May 1982, free-phase hydrocarbons were detected in shallow groundwater, and three underground storage tanks (USTs) were removed and replaced.  An additional site investigation in 1991 detected free-phase hydrocarbons in groundwater, and elevated levels of total petroleum hydrocarbons (TPH) in soil. The site was commingled with a solvent plume from an upgradient source, and was placed under Order to address the petroleum contamination as well as to coordinate the investigation and cleanup of the solvent plume with other dischargers in the area.

Chevron installed additional monitoring wells and removed approximately 0.67 gallons of floating free product from groundwater between 1992 and 1994.  In December 1994, the three USTs installed in 1982 were removed and replaced.  At this time, TPH-impacted soils were excavated and disposed.  The groundwater beneath the site has been monitored quarterly from February 1991 through 2001 and semiannually after 2001.  Groundwater monitoring results indicate that the plume is shrinking in size.  Remaining onsite impacted soils have been determined not to pose a significant risk to human health or the environment.

The attached Tentative Order (Appendix A) acknowledges successful completion of investigative and remedial measures for the site and rescinds the existing Order.  No comments have been received and this item remains uncontested.
