SUBJECT:
SONOMA COUNTY WATER AGENCY’S PENNGROVE SANITATION ZONE, SONOMA COUNTY - Hearing to Consider Administrative Civil Liability the Discharge of Partially Treated Wastewater to Waters of the State.

CHRONOLOGY:
The Board has not considered this item before.

DISCUSSION:
Sonoma County Water Agency’s Penngrove Sanitation Zone (hereinafter the Discharger) violated Discharge Prohibition 15 contained in Table 4-1 of the Basin Plan for discharging up to 400,000 gallons of un-recovered raw sewage to the tributary of the Petaluma River and San Pablo Bay up to fourteen days during the period between April 1, 2002 and April 15, 2002.  The Discharger has been assessed an administrative civil liability of $38,000.  The Discharger is allowed to propose a supplemental environmental project in an amount up to $34,000.

The Discharger has signed the waiver to the Board hearing and will submit a supplemental environmental project (SEP) proposal to the Executive Officer.
