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SUBJECT:
NAPA SANITATION DISTRICT, WASTEWATER TREATMENT PLANT, NAPA COUNTY - Hearing to Consider Mandatory Minimum Penalty (MMP) for Discharge of Partially Treated Wastewater to Waters of the State

CHRONOLOGY:
No previous MMPs

DISCUSSION:
In December 2002, a mandatory minimum penalty complaint was issued to Napa Sanitation District (NSD) for fifty-one out of fifty-six effluent limit violations of its NPDES permits during the period between January 1, 2000 and February 28, 2002.  The total penalty is  $153,000, of which up to $84,000 is eligible for use in supplemental environmental projects.


NSD objected to the complaint in a letter dated February 6, 2003. Staff has considered and responded to those objections and met with NSD to review evidence that might support NSD’s claims to reduce or negate the penalty.  We could not reduce the penalty because NSD is unable to provide the necessary proof for the violations to be exempted from an MMP.  As such, the complaint was reissued in August 2003. 

NSD has submitted written comments (Appendix D) contesting the reissued complaint.  Staff has responded to those comments (Appendix C). Staff has prepared a Tentative Order (Appendix B) to impose $153,000 of the MMP for Board’s consideration.
