On June 25, 2002, the Board adopted Waste Discharge Requirements, Regionwide NPDES Permit No. CAG 982001 in  Order No. R2-2002-0063 for discharges from Aggregate Mining and Sand Washing Facilities to Surface Waters.

Mission Valley Rock Company submitted a Notice of Intent (NOI) for coverage under the General Permit for discharges from Aggregate Mining and Sand Washing Facilities to Surface Waters. A Notice of General Permit Coverage (NGPC) was issued to the discharger on August 8, 2003. Coverage under this General Permit starts from the date of the NGPC; therefore, individual permit coverage for discharge is no longer necessary.
