maintaining groundwater protection, where appropriate we have reduced 
groundwater monitoring frequency to semi-annual, and in some cases annual.  
Consequently, the bulk of the required groundwater monitoring reports will not 
be received until later this year.  At that time the number of monitoring report 
reviews will increase and come into line with our annual goal.
