WAIVER 

If you waive your right to a hearing, the inatter will be included on the agenda of a Water Board ineetiilg 
but there will be no hearing on the matter, unless a) the Water Board staff receives sigiliiicailt public 
coinineilt during the comiueilt period, or b) the Water Board deteriniiles it will hold a hearing because it 
finds that new and sigilificailt information has been presented at the ineetiilg that could not have been 
subinitted during the public coinineilt period. If you waive your right to a hearing but the Water Board 
holds a hearing under either of the above circumstances, you will have a right to testify at the hearing 
notwithstanding your waiver. Your waiver is due no later than April 30, 2007. 5 p.m. 

Waiver of the right to a hearing and agreeineilt to make payment in full. 
By checking the box, I agree to waive my right to a hearing before the Water Board with 
regard to the violations alleged in Complaint No. R2-2007-0001 and to reinit the full penalty 
payineilt to the State Water Pollutioil Cleanup and Abateinellt Account, c/o Regioilal Water 
Quality Control Board at 15 15 Clay Street, Oakland, CA 946 12, within 30 days after the 
Water Board meeting for which this inatter is placed on the agenda. I understand that I am 
giving up my right to be heard, and to argue against the allegatioils inade by the Executive 
Officer in this Complaint, and against the iinpositioil of, or the ainouilt of, the civil liability 
proposed unless the Water Board holds a hearing under either of the circuinstailces described 
above. If the Water Board holds such a hearing a i d  iinposes a civil liability, such amount 
shall be due 30 days from the date the Water Board adopts the order iinposing the liability. 

@ 	 Waiver of right to a hearing and agree to inake payineilt and undertake an SEP. 
By checking the box, I agree to waive illy right to a hearing before the Water Board with 
regard to the violatioils alleged in Coinplaiilt No. R2-2007-0001, and to coinplete a 
suppleineiltal eilviroilineiltal project (SEP) in lieu of the suspeilded liability up to $582,000 
and paying the balance of the fine to the State Water Pollution Cleailup and Abatement 
Accouilt (CAA) within 30 days after the Water Board ineetiilg for which this inatter is placed 
on the agenda. The  SEP proposal shall be submitted no later than April 30, 2007, 5 p.m. I 
uilderstaild that the SEP proposal shall coilforin to the requirements specified in Section IX of 
the Water Quality Eilforceineilt Policy, which was adopted by the State Water Resources 
Coiltrol Board on February 19, 2002, and be subject to approval by the Executive Officer. If 
the SEP proposal, or its revised version, is not acceptable to the Executive Officer, I agree to 
pay the suspended penalty amouilt within 30 days of the date of the letter froin the Executive 
Officer rejecting the proposedlrevised SEP. I also understand that I am giving up my right to 
argue against the allegations made by the Executive Officer in the Complaint, and against the 
impositioil of, or the ainouilt of, the civil liability proposed uilless the Water Board holds a 
hearing under either of the circuinstances described above. If the Water Board holds such a 
hearing and iinposes a civil liability, such ainount shall be due 30 days froin the date the 
Water Board adopts the order iinposing the liability. I further agree to satisfactorily con~plete 
the approved SEP within a time schedule set by the Executive Officer. I understand failure to 
adequately coinplete the approved SEP will require iininediate payment of the suspeilded 
liability to the CAA. 
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
