	By “consolidated effort” we mean teams that are assembled from diverse organizations to jointly address high priority issues.  In team formation, one entity will be selected to serve as the Project Director, and their staff’s project management expertise and experience should be described in a few sentences in the proposal.  Technical expertise will vary by project, but should be described in the proposal either by naming individual experts on the team, stating that a Technical Advisory Committee will be formed, describing previous project experience, or in other relevant and brief formats. High priorities for grant funding will follow SMART objectives (Specific, Measurable, Attainable, Reasonable, and Trackable), and address the following high priority issues relevant to the jurisdiction and initiatives of Region 2.

Mandatory – All applicants must contact either Carrie Austin for Prop 13 or Dale Hopkins for 319(h), in addition to obtaining Technical Advisors through the Team Leaders.

	Restoration and Fish Passage – projects by entities such as agencies or municipalities, targeted to creek and wetland restoration.  Region 2 is especially interested in projects in individual watersheds which provide a model for implementing restoration, supplemented by comprehensive assessment efforts.  These projects would implement specific physical channel improvements to reduce sediment pollution and restore stream functions, and conduct the necessary watershed analyses to identify limiting factors to beneficial use attainment in the remainder of the watershed.  Examples of other types of eligible projects include:  fish passage barrier removals, bank revegetation, instream habitat complexity restoration, and stream maintenance best management practices.
