(Lehigh) via e-mail on March 13, 2014. In thosenceents, the SFBRWQCB requested that Lehigh
“submit information [under] Order No. R202013-0005+&lated to Pearl Harbor and Dry Well.”

There is no area on the Lehigh Permanente Fagility Site) formally known as “Pearl Harbor.”
However, based on our review of the historical doents provided to us, Pearl Harbor is a name uzed f
the main lift station that collects water from #hement plant area and sends it to Pond 11 on the/Si
specific reference to the main lift station as ‘Pégarbor,” within the area previously identifiechch
described in the Site History as the “Cement Phaia,” was inadvertently omitted. We found three
references to Pearl Harbor in the documents wewad. There is a water line labeled “To Pearl Herbo
on Figure 3 of thé&ummary Report for Soil and Groundwater Samples at Lower Service Station Area,
Hanson Permanente Cement, prepared by URS/Radian International, dated Ap8&)] 2000, listed as
Lehigh Reference 16 in the Site History. This safigure 3 is included in th&uel Leak Ste Case
Closure Letter prepared by the Santa Clara Valley Water Disttated January 24, 2001, listed as Lehigh
Reference 17 in the Site History. Pearl Harborl$® aeferenced as “the Main Lift Station, formerly
known as Pearl Harbor sends water to Pond 11" 8ite Reconnaissance Interview and Observation
Report by Anita Rice with Weston and Karen JurighviRegion 9 of the United States Environmental
Protection Agency which is a part of tReeliminary Assessment Report prepared by Weston Solution,
Inc and dated May, 2012, listed as Lehigh Referet¢an the Site History. We did not find any
references to indicate that potential compoundsoatern, which may have caused or had the poteatial
cause, soil or groundwater contamination at the, Siave been identified at the main lift statioatPe
Harbor area.

We could only find one reference to a “Dry Well” dme site in the documents we reviewed. A “Dry
Well” was referenced in thereliminary Assessment Report prepared by Weston Solution, Inc and dated
May, 2012, listed as Lehigh Reference 24 in the History. On page 11 of thereliminary Assessment
Report there is a reference to a dry well noted iRraliminary Assessment Summary, Kaiser Cement
Corporation prepared by the California Department of Toxic Sahces Control (DTSC), Site Cleanup



and Emergency Response Section, and dated Jar@@@y ThePreliminary Assessment Report noted a
“dry well used to dispose of wastes,” and the wastere reported as laboratory wastewater, but no
analytical or chemical data was presented irPiiei minary Assessment Report. We have not reviewed a
copy of the DTSC 198Breliminary Assessment Summary, Kaiser Cement Corporation and cannot verify
the location of the cited dry well or whether compds of concern were identified in the dry well. As
follow-up, we are attempting to locate a copy ot (DTSC 1986Preliminary Assessment Summary,
Kaiser Cement Corporation, and we will provide another addendum to the Bittory, as appropriate.
