Summary:

During the reporting period, 311 inspections were conducted for 242 tfreatment measures installed, which represents a 57% decrease from the
prior reporting period. This is a result of a general downturn in new development due to the recession during this reporting period and higher
rate of compliance found during the inifial inspection. For the most part, the problems encountered were consistent with those observed
during the prior reporting period. Examples include:

e Vegetation die-off

e Sediment, debris and overgrown vegetation at curb cuts
e lIrrigation turned-off or broken

e Replacement of spent media in filter canisters needed

e Sediment build-up in canister, vortex and pump vaults

e Standing water in vegetated measures

During the inifial O&M inspection, at many sites, the party responsible for maintaining the treatment measures was unaware of the O&M
agreement executed between the developer and the City. As aresult, the responsible party did not conduct the necessary maintenance
during the first year the stformwater treatment measures were in place. To address this issue, City staff now meets with responsible parfies
earlier in the process, when the stormwater freatment measures are inspected at final construction sign-off. Responsible parties are now
required to meet with a City inspector to confirm they are aware of the O&M agreement and the maintenance obligations contained therein.

Another observation was that homeowners sometimes installed concrete walkways over the bubble-up structures that deliver storm water
from roofs and rear patios. This rendered the freatment measures ineffective. These actions have been corrected and the treatment
measures are now functioning as designed.

Summary: The current O&M program is designed to determine whether the responsible parties are maintaining their stormwater treatment
measures as required by their O&M agreement and to verify these measures are functioning properly. Inspections were divided up roughly
proportional to the various types of treatment measures installed in the City, along with past compliance history. When violations are detected,
the responsible party is notified and required to take corrective actions within the timeline determined by the O&M inspector. Violations can be
addressed by verbal or written warnings or administrative fines. All treatment measures found o be out of compliance are re-inspected until
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deemed in compliance by the City. For FY 2009/2010 all violations were addressed by a verbal warning with the exception of four warning letters.
Two of which were issued for not fulfilling the requirements of there respective O&M Agreements, resulting in the treatment measures requiring
maintenance. The remaining two issued, were for alterations made to various tfreatment measures which resulted in various stages of
ineffectiveness.

In addition all freatment measures installed during this fiscal year were inspected throughout the installation process and only accepted when
they were constructed and functioning per City of Fremont and/or vendor specifications. The stormwater treatment measure
construction/installation inspection program was instituted to ensure tfreatment measures installed throughout the City are constructed and will
function as designed. This eliminates, for the most part, the need to repair treatment measures due to faulty or improper installation methods after
construction is completed. The developer, construction manager and /or contractor responsible for the installation of these treatment measures is
required to have the O&M inspector inspect and approve various stages of installation for all freatment measures installed. If a violation or
modification is required, it must be corrected and re-inspected prior to approval being given. All treatment measures must be accepted by the
O&M inspector prior to final occupancy being granted for each site.

To address the issue of the parties responsible for implementing the O&M not being aware their requirements once ties to the developer are
ended, the City has implemented the following policy. For new consfruction the O&M inspector now meets with the responsible party for
implementing the site’s O&M Agreement prior to final approval being issued by the City for all the storm water freatment measures installed at
that site. During this meeting the O& M inspector details the responsibilities outlines in the agreement including inspection & maintenance
requirements. Compliance with these requirements is emphasized and consequences for non compliance are outlined.

Description: The City conducted 272 inspections at 28 sites (including 21 NOI sites) during this reporting period and observed 26 violations, which
equates to a violation being observed 12% of the time. The vast majority of violations resulted from poor site management (e.g., improper storm
drain protection and construction enfrance, trash and debris on site and adjacent roadways), followed by sediment and erosion control.

The majority of violations were minor and only required a verbal warning. All violations were closed as a result of compliance being achieved and
confirmed by a follow-up inspection. All violations were corrected within 10 business days with the exception of two large projects, which could
not comply within that timeline due to construction phasing. In these two cases, a Notice of Violation was issued for each site resulting in
temporary BMPs being implemented untfil final compliance was achieved.

Since this is the first year in which the City has compiled this type of data, comparisons to previous years will be discussed starting with FY 2010/2011
Annual Report.

Description:

The City has an aggressive construction site control program, as evidenced by 272 inspections conducted at 28 sites throughout the past reporting
period. All violations observed require an enforcement action that may escalate until the violation is corrected o the City's satisfaction, based on
RWQCB guidelines.

While October 15t is the start of the rainy season in California, the City requires all construction site controls be either on site or installed by
October 1st. The City sends a reminder notice to affected owners and developers by September 1. This proactive approach provides ample
notice for developers to be in compliance by October 15% with all storm water regulations rather than having sites out of compliance and
requiring enforcement actions. City inspectors confirm compliance and issue a Notice of Violation if compliance is not achieved, requiring the
developer/owner to stop work on the site until all sformwater controls are on site or installed.

An opportunity forimprovement concerns communication between the City Engineering Department and the Environmental Services regarding
City construction sites. Specifically, two large construction projects overseen by Engineering, were not referred to Environmental Services for
construction site inspections. The Environmental Services inspector discovered both sites in the field, identified issues and took immediate
enforcement actions. Engineering has agreed to notify Environmental Service about construction sites in the future to prevent this situation from
reoccurring.

The City has one Environmental Services inspector dedicated to construction site inspections and enforcement during the rainy season. With the
large amount of development (both private & government) scheduled to be active during the FY 2010-2011 rainy season, additional manpower
will likely be required. The City has made arrangements to supplement City inspectors with qualified inspectors from Union Sanitary District to
perform inspections and enforcement actions as needed.

The City inspector will meet with the construction site managers/representatives during preconstruction meetings and again as soon as they are
on-site to clarify the City's construction site policies and regulations. For sites that fall under the construction NOI program, City inspectors provide
education and outreach describing the new permit requirements and require proof that an NOI was filed. The City inspectors will continue to
provide guidance as if relates to construction site management throughout the life of the project.

The four Alameda County Household Hazards Waste (HHW) facilities recycled 34,458 pounds of mercury-containing fluorescent tube and
compact lamps during FY 2008/2009. At Fremont's HHW drop-off facility, a total of 9,132 pounds of mercury-containing fluorescent/compact
bulbs and 41 pounds of mercury-containing artficles were collected during FY 2009/2010. However for the other three country facilities, no
information was available as of the reporting deadline.

Union Sanitary District under confract with the City of Fremont, developed programs to educate the public about mercury contamination, its
sources, and actions individuals can take to reduce current amounts of mercury reaching the Bay. One such program is the "Digital for Mercury"
exchange program. The City uses public events such as Earth Day to promote this program and collect mercury thermometers. During this
reporting period, the City of Fremont collected a ftotal of 44 household thermometers and thermostats that contained mercury.

Enforcement Response Plan for the Municipal Stormwater Program
City of Fremont
April 1, 2010

Description and Purpose of Enforcement Response Plan

This enforcement response plan (ERP) provides guidance to City inspection staff in taking consistent
enforcement actions needed to achieve effective and timely compliance with the City’s stormwater ordinance
and other enforcement authorities allowed by the local agency’s municipal code. The ERP was developed to
comply with the following sections of the municipal regional stormwater permit (MRP):

» Industrial and Commercial Site Controls — ERP (Provision C.4.c);
» lllicit Discharge Detection and Elimination — ERP (Provision C.5.b);
» Construction Site Control — ERP (Provision C.6.b).

As shown in Appendix A, these different MRP sections contain similar, but not identical requirements for
developing and implementing an ERP. This ERP outlines the procedures to be followed by City staff when
issuing initial & escalating enforcement actions with regard to stormwater violations. This ERP integrates the
requirements from these three different MRP provisions into one ERP to facilitate consistent enforcement
response within the City.

The selection of an appropriate enforcement action and the escalation of enforcement are based on the
seriousness of the violation, the violator’s response to the agency’s previous attempts to achieve compliance
and the past history of the violator. The ERP includes suggested amounts of time to allow for the correction of
violations based on the goal stated in the MRP*. The ERP Enforcement Actions Overview table serves as a
minimum standard when selecting the level of enforcement action to be taken against the violator. The nature
of a specific violation may require tailoring of the timeframes for correction and/or the use of temporary
measures to promptly address a violation before a permanent solution may be implemented. However, due to
the circumstances of the violation, a City inspector may initiate an enforcement action(s) at any level he or she
feels is warranted and require remedial actions be implemented to the City’s satisfaction in a timeframe more
stringent than outlined in the Enforcement Actions Overview Table. All enforcement actions are documented
in the enforcement document itself (except verbal warnings) or/and in the inspection report for the site or
incident. All enforcement actions require closure by either achieving compliance or by referring the violation
to the appropriate agency, such as the San Francisco Bay Regional Water Quality Control Board, the Alameda
County District Attorney Environmental Crimes Unit or other relevant agencies for additional enforcement.
This ERP describes when the City may refer such violations.

The City has authority to enforce municipal stormwater control requirements under the following sections of
its municipal code:

Fremont Municipal Code: Title 8, Chapter 11: Storm Water Management & Discharge Control
Fremont Municipal Code: Title 8, Chapter 4: Grading, Erosion & Sediment Control

Fremont Municipal Code: Title 3, Chapter 12: Hazardous Material Management

Fremont Municipal Code: Title 4, Chapter 1: Weed & Waste Abatement

Fremont Municipal Code: Title 4, Chapter 2: Solid Waste Recyclables & Yard Waste Management

This ERP describes a range of enforcement options available for use to encourage prompt correction of
violations and the prevention of conditions that pose a threat to cause future violations. There are

administrative and judicial (civil and criminal) remedies in the stormwater ordinance and other parts of the
agency’s code that provide a range of discretionary options for responding appropriately to a given violation

depending on the magnitude of the violation, the duration and history of non-compliance, the good faith
efforts of the violator to achieve compliance, and whether the violation may interfere with the agency’s
compliance with the MRP.

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Escalation of Enforcement Actions

This ERP incorporates a progressive enforcement response policy that is designed to maintain a
fair and equitable system for enforcement to ensure that enforcement actions are proportionate to
the violations, to provide maximum flexibility and effectiveness of enforcement actions, and to
provide a system of escalating enforcement actions to encourage prompt compliance. The
stormwater ordinance and other municipal codes allow for a degree of enforcement flexibility
and a range of enforcement options that are needed to most efficiently gain compliance. An
enforcement action may be upgraded or escalated depending on the circumstances of the case.
However, due to the circumstances of the violation, a City inspector may initiate an enforcement
action(s) at any level he or she feels is warranted and require remedial actions be implemented to
the City’s satisfaction in a timeframe more stringent than outlined in the Enforcement Actions
Overview Table.

Escalation enforcement action can be triggered by the following:

e Failure to correct the violation within the time frame required.

e Failure to remediate the violation to the City’s satisfaction.

e Additional violations at the same site

e Seriousness of the violation. Example: An intentional discharge of non storm water to
the storm drain system may result in an Administrative Citation instead of a verbal
warning or notice of violation.

e Continued non-compliance.

e Past history of non compliance or responses to pervious violations.

The City may also use other city departments such as Fire, Engineering and Code Enforcement
to issued additional enforcement actions based on their specific municipal codes as applied to a
storm water violation.

The City may refer some storm water violations to the appropriate agency, such as the San
Francisco Bay Regional Water Quality Control Board, the Alameda County District Attorney’s
Office of Consumer & Environmental Protection or other relevant agencies for additional or
escalating enforcement pursue for the most serious violations including where the response to
previous enforcement is inadequate.

Remedial/Cleanup Costs and Recovery

Remedial or clean-up actions are required by any enforcement action when applicable, such as

an illicit discharge. The burden of any remedial action is that of the violator, or property owner
if the violator can not be identified. As part of the enforcement action, the City can implement

any of the following scenarios:

e Requiring the violator or property owner to remediate the situation themselves, if capable
and if the remedial action does not pose an undo health & safety risk or have them
contract with a professional company to provide the remedial service.

e The City will use city crews to provide the remedial action and recover the costs from the
violator or property owner.

e The City will employ a profession company or Union Sanitary District to provide the
remediation and recover the costs from the violator or property owner.
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Roles and Responsibilities

The Environmental Services Department is the lead city department responsible for compliance
with the MRP. Enforcement responsibilities overlap with other city departments and Union
Sanitary District. The City has contracted with Union Sanitary District to provide commercial
and industrial inspections, respond to illicit discharges and act as a back-up to erosion and
sediment discharge violations.

Joint Compliance Inspections

In some situations it is appropriate to have joint compliance inspections with other agencies
because the nature of the violation or because the violations are ongoing or repeated violations
and may benefit from the enforcement options provided by other environmental statutes. Using
the results of a joint compliance inspection, the regulatory agencies will be able to decide how to
most efficiently achieve compliance. The decision to conduct a joint inspection with other
agencies is determined by the inspector or manager of Environmental Services and is based on
weather this will result in accelerated compliance with all violations being achieved and/or to
have the referred agency initiate escalating enforcement actions of their own based on the joint
inspection. Such inspections are reserved for sites which have serious violations such as the
following:

Serious or large illicit discharges to the storm drain or water bodies which may contain,
but not limited to the following: Both hazardous and non hazardous materials/wastes,
sediment, cement, slurries, sewage, etc.

Non compliance with construction or industrial NOI requirements or individual NDPES
permit requirements..

Non compliance with construction BMPs.

Repeated illicit discharges or other violations.

Refusal by the violator to comply with any enforcement actions taken by the City.
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Referral to Other Agencies

When the City’s escalating enforcement actions prove to be inadequate, the violator can be
referred to other agencies such as the Regional Water Control Board, the Alameda County
District Attorney Environmental Crimes Unit, California Department of Fish & Game or other
relevant agencies for additional enforcement. The City may possibly refer violators to the U.S.
Environmental Protection Agency, if the Regional Water Board staff is unable to provide
effective assistance. Referrals to other agencies shall be originate from either Environmental
Services staff or Union Sanitary District, which performs Commercial/Industrial and illicit
discharge inspections and enforcement. Such referrals are reserved for sites or incidents which
have serious violations such as the following:

e Serious or large illicit discharges to the storm drain or water bodies which may contain,
but not limited to the following: Both hazardous and non hazardous materials/wastes,
sediment, cement, slurries, sewage, etc.

e Non compliance with construction or industrial NOI requirements or individual NPDES
permit requirements.

e Non compliance with construction BMPs.

e Repeated illicit discharges or other violations.

e Refusal by the violator to comply with any enforcement actions taken by the City.

The City has referred both commercial/Industrial, construction sites and illicit discharges the
RWQCB, California Department of Fish & Game and the Alameda County District Attorney
Environmental Crimes Unit in the past and will continue to do so if additional escalating
enforcement is required to achieve compliance.
