Unresolved Issues for Industrial/Commercial Inspection Program
1. Legal Authority – Tracking repeat offenses: establishes a rolling window for tracking repeat and escalating offences
a. Water Board staff proposal = five-year rolling window
b. Alternative proposal = two-year rolling window

2. Enforcement Response Plan (ERPs) – Require ERPs that specify a minimum list of enforcement actions and scheme for escalation of enforcement.
a. Water Board staff proposal = 
verbal warnings must be documented, only allowed for first observed offense within yearly period
b. Alternative proposal = eliminate requirement to document verbal warnings.
3. Inspections – Require inspections to be done at a specified frequency depending on the site size or just set minimum guidelines for inspection frequency.
a. Water Board staff proposal = 
facilities with high potential for stormwater pollution inspected 1x/year; all other facilities, 1x/3 yr.

b. Alternative proposal = 
facilities with high potential for stormwater pollution inspected 1x/year; all other facilities, 1x/5 yr.

4. Inspections - Specify the number/percentage of inspections to be completed each year from the entire list of industrial facilities for each municipality.
5. Tracking/Self Evaluation and Reporting Requirements

a. Provide copy of new/updated/current relevant ordinances within one year or 18 months of permit adoption;
b. Provide Water Board with a copy of the entire database used to track inspections and enforcement actions for the reporting period as part of annual report or only provide summary data;
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
