NOTICE OF APPLICABILITY; GENERAL WATER QUALITY ORDER NO. 2004-0004-DWQ 
REQUIREMENTS FOR CITY OF ROSEVILLE, FIDDYMENT SUBSTATION 
IMPROVEMENTS PROJECT (WDID#5A31CR00530), PLACER COUNTY
On 10 November 2020, City of Roseville (Applicant) filed a notification requesting coverage 
under Water Quality Order No. 2004-0004-DWQ, Statewide General Waste Discharge 
Requirements for Dredged or Fill Discharges to Waters Deemed by the Army Corps of 
Engineers to be Outside of Federal Jurisdiction (General Order).  After review of the 
notification and the supplemental material submitted by the Applicant, the Central Valley 
Regional Water Quality Control Board (Central Valley Water Board) has determined that the 
project qualifies for enrollment under this General Order. The proposed activity will impact 
0.13 acre of waters of the state.

The Central Valley Water Board is enrolling this project under the Water Quality Order No.             
2004-0004-DWQ, subject to the conditions and the notification requirements described in the 
General Order (“Discharge Requirements”).  This Notice of Applicability is being issued 
under the General Order pursuant to § 3838 of the California Code of Regulations.

The project must proceed in accordance with the requirements contained in this Notice of 
Applicability and General Order. Coverage under the General Order is no longer valid if the 
project (as described) is modified. 

PROJECT DESCRIPTION:

The Fiddyment Substation Improvements Project consists of grading activities for future 
construction of a facility parking area for emergency use.

No dewatering will occur. Wet concrete will not be placed within waters of the State. 
Approximately 205 cubic yards of clean soil will be placed into 0.13 acre of waters of the 
State. 
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COMPENSATORY MITIGATION

General Order 2004-0004, Section II. B.4, requires dischargers to submit a mitigation plan 
demonstrating that the discharger will sequentially avoid, minimize, and compensate for 
adverse impacts to affected water bodies’ beneficial uses. 

To mitigate for the loss of 0.13 acre of wetland habitat, the Applicant shall purchase a 
minimum of 0.13 wetland creation mitigation credits from a United States Army Corps of 
Engineers approved mitigation bank or in lieu fee program prior to commencing construction 
for the impacted watershed. The Applicant shall provide evidence of all off-site compensatory 
mitigation to the Central Valley Water Board.   At a minimum, compensatory mitigation must 
achieve a ratio of 1:1 for permanent impacts.  Evidence of this purchase shall be provided to 
the Central Valley Water Board prior to proceeding with the activity authorized by this Notice of 
Applicability. 

APPLICATION FEE RECEIVED:

Total fees of $1,949.00 for the original Certification were submitted to the Central Valley 
Regional Water Quality Control Board as required by §3833(b)(3)(A) and by § 2200(a)(3) of 
the California Code of Regulations.

APPROXIMATE TIMEFRAME OF PROJECT IMPLEMENTATION: 

15 April through 15 October

CALIFORNIA ENVIRONMENTAL QUALITY ACT:

The City of Roseville is the Lead Agency responsible for compliance with the California 
Environmental Quality Act for the Fiddyment Substation Improvements Project pursuant to § 
21000 et seq. of the Public Resources Code.  The City of Roseville approved the Mitigated 
Negative Declaration on 13 January 1995.  Placer County filed a Notice of Determination with 
the State Clearinghouse on 14 February 1995 (State Clearinghouse Number 1995012023). 

The Central Valley Water Board is a responsible agency for the project. The Central Valley 
Water Board has determined that the Mitigated Negative Declaration (MND) is in accordance 
with the requirements of the California Environmental Quality Act.
