The Fresno Metropolitan Flood Control District (District) owns and operates a Phase | municipal
separate storm sewer system (MS4) that serves the City of Fresno, the City of Clovis, portions of the
County of Fresno, and California State University Fresno (CSUF). Storm water runoff from the MS4
discharges primarily to groundwater, but also discharges to the San Joaquin River and local canals.

The Central Valley Regional Water Quality Control Board (Central Valley Water Board) will consider
adopting waste discharge requirements to renew National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System
(NPDES) Permit No. CA0083500 for discharges from the MS4.

Only designated parties will have the following rights: to call and examine witnesses; to introduce
exhibits; to cross-examine opposing witnesses; to impeach any witness; and to rebut the
evidence against him or her. All other persons wishing to testify or provide comments are
interested persons and not designated parties. Such interested persons may request status as a
designated party for purposes of this hearing by submitting such request in writing to the Central
Valley Water Board no later than 5:00 p.m. on 17 April 2013. The request must explain the
basis for status as a designated party and, in particular, how the person is directly affected by the
discharge.

Persons wishing to comment on this noticed hearing item must submit testimony, evidence, and/or
comments in writing to the Central Valley Water Board no later than 5:00 p.m. on 17 April 2013.
Written materials submitted after 5:00 p.m. on 17 April 2013 will not be accepted and will not be
incorporated into the administrative record if doing so would prejudice any party. All designated
parties and interested persons may speak at the Central Valley Water Board meeting, and are
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expected to orally summarize their written submittals. Oral testimony will be limited in time by the
Board Chair.
