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The Foothill Landfill is a 125-acre, municipal solid waste (MSW) landfill on an 800-acre site 
on North Waverly Road near Linden.  The landfill has been in operation since 1965, 
accepting primarily household wastes.  The landfill currently consists of an unlined, 
partially-closed, disposal module (Module I), and an active, Subtitle D-lined, expansion 
module (Module 1).  Several additional expansion modules are planned to be constructed 
at the site over the next several decades prior to estimated closure in the year 2082.   
 
Low to trace concentrations of volatile organic compounds (VOCs) have been historically 
detected in groundwater at the site indicating a landfill gas release from the unlined landfill.   
In 2006, the Discharger implemented a Site Improvement Program to address these 
impacts, including the installation of landfill gas controls and partial closure of the unlined 
module.  These revised WDRs require that the unlined module be completely closed and 
prescribe construction specifications for future expansion.

Tentative waste discharge requirements for the facility were issued for public comment on 
12 February 2015.  Persons wishing to comment on this item must submit testimony, 
evidence, if any, and/or comments in writing to the Central Valley Water Board no later 
than by 5:00 p.m. on 16 March 2015.  Written materials submitted after 5:00 p.m. on the 
above date will not be accepted and will not be incorporated into the administrative record 
absent a ruling by the Chair.  A party requesting to submit late materials must demonstrate 
good cause for the late submission, and the Chair must find that the late submission would 
not prejudice the Central Valley Water Board or any designated party.   
 
All designated parties and interested persons may speak at the Regional Board meeting, 
and are expected to orally summarize their written submittals. Oral testimony and cross 
examination will be limited in time by the Board Chair.  Both designated parties and 
interested persons may be asked to respond to clarifying questions from Board members, 
counsel staff or others, at the discretion of the Board.
