This site is located about 18 miles north of Mariposa along Highway 49. From Highway 49, take the exit to the Bagby Recreation Area.  Park at the top of the boat ramp, under the Highway 49 Bridge.  Samples were collected at the end of the ramp. This site was replaced after 5 February 2003 by Merced River at Briceburg Recreation Area (MAR202) due to difficulty getting to the site and potential influence on water quality from road construction.

WATER SOURCE

The Merced River originates in Mariposa County, within the Yosemite National Park.  It flows through the western slopes of the Sierra Nevada, which is characterized by forests, high relief terrain and steep granite slopes.  Merced River at Bagby Boat Ramp is representative of pristine waters above Lakes McClure.  Bagby is a host to both overnight and day use recreation areas.  
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
