Site Description, Location and Access:

This site is located south of Jamestown, west of Sonora.  From Jamestown, turn right onto Jamestown (Main) Road.  Turn right onto Seco Street.  Seco Street merges into Algerine Road.  The site is located on Algerine Road, south of the Stent cutoff.  Parking is on the southwest corner of the creek crossing.  Access to the site is on the northwest corner of the creek crossing and is through a break in the fence lining a rock wall.  The homeowner at the house located at the site (northeast corner) has been contacted and has given permission to sample.  Samples were collected from the bank.

WATER SOURCE

Sullivan Creek is a main tributary of the Tuolumne, and originates just south of Sugar Pine above Twain Harte and flows along the eastern portion of the Phoenix Basin before entering Phoenix Lake, a small water supply reservoir constructed near the turn of the 20th century.  Above Phoenix Lake, the TUD’s Main Ditch imports water into the watershed from three storage reservoirs along the South fork Stanislaus River, Pinecrest Lake, and Philadelphia and Lyons Reservoirs.  Below Phoenix Lake, Sullivan Creek serves as a portion of the Phoenix Ditch.  The watershed drains 62.7 square miles.  Cattle grazing is the most prominent land use surrounding the sampling site.  
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
