FOR SITE LOCATED AT 3196 NORTH LOCUST AVENUE
RIALTO, CALIFORNIA

1.0 SUBJECT SITE

A visual reconnaissance of the property was performed on April 23, 2001 by
representatives of EGA Consultants accompanied by Ms. Margc?t Cartagena, Warehouse
Operations Manager, of TNT Fireworks (one of the two current site tenants). The purpose
of our study was to assess existing site conditions and operating procedures as they relate
to toxic or hazardous materials use and/or storage. Historical site and adjacent property
uses were also identified and evaluated as part of our assessment. The findings and
conclusions of this Phase 1 ESA are based primarily upon a review of records, available
publications and our visual inspection of the subject and surrounding properties.

1.1 Site Description

1.1.1 Site Location/ldentification

The subject property is located at 3196 North Locust Avenue within the
corporate boundaries of the City of Rialto, California {see Figure No. A-1,
Property Vicinity Map). The 62.2 acre subject property consists of five
parcels. The Assessor Parcel Numbers for the subject property are 239-
192-14, 15, 16, 17 and 18.

The subject site is located on the southwest corner of North Locust Avenue
and West Casa Grande Drive. The subject property is bound by North
Locust Avenue to the east, by West Casa Grande Drive to the north, by

commercial properties to the south and by vacant, undeveloped land to the
west.

Vehicular access to the site is provided by North Locust Avenue.
The site is presently zoned "P1D” according to the City of Rialto Planning

Department. The “PID” designation indicates that the land may be utilized
for Planned Industrial Development purposes.
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1.1.2 Gross Site Area

The subject pi‘operty is rectangular in shape and has an overall surface area
of approximately 62.2 acres.

1.1.3 Site Development

The subject property is occupied by over 30 buildings of varying size and
structural composition. The majority of the property consists of uncovered,
raw land. Severa! dirt and paved areas are utilized as parking spaces.
Interior roadways are a combination of dirt, gravel and asphalt.

1.1.4 Building Descriptions

All site buildings consist of slab-on-grade construction. With the exception
of the four warehouse structures located in the northeast portion of the site,
all the site structures consist of wood frame construction. The four
warehouses consist of concrete tilt-up construction. Based on City of Rialto
Building Department documents, the tilt-up buildings were constructed in
1968. There were no City of Rialto Building Department documents dated
prior to 1968; however, it is our understandingthat numerous site buildings
were constructed circa 1940 through 1961.

1.1.5 Source of Potable Water

The potable water system is connected to the local municipal water system
provided by the City of Rialto.

1.1.6 Sewage Disposal System

No sanitary sewer line clean-out portals were observed on site during the
site reconnaissance. The sewer system which services the subject property
is maintained by the City of Rialto Department of Publlc Works Sewer
Division.

1.1.7 Solid Waste Disposal

The primary solid wastes generated at the site consist of municipal garbage.
Numerous solid waste disposal bins (dumpsters) are located throughout the
site. Solid waste is collected by Universal Waste Systems, Inc. There was

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no evidence that solid wastes have adversely impacted the subject property.
1.1.8 Other Improvements and Features

* VEGETATION: Observations were made in an effort to determine if
site vegetation sustained damage related to the potential presence of
localized soil or water contamination. Vegetation at the site consists
a native grasses and shrubbery. None of the observed vegetation
appeared to be damaged or distressed in a manner consistent with
the presence of hazardous contamination.

* STREETS: North Locust Avenue and West Casa Grande Drive are
located adjacent to the east and north sides of the property,
respectively. These are public streets maintained by the City of
Rialto.

> FENCING: Chain link boundary fences encompass the north, south,
east and west boundaries of the subject property.

* UNDERGROUND STORAGE TANKS: Three Underground Storage
Tanks (UST) currently exist within southwestern portion of the site as
depicted on Plot Plan, Figure No. A-3. Based on City of Rialto
Building Department documents the three gasoline-containing UST'’s
have capacities of: 2,000, 4,000 and 10,000 gallons. According to
Building Department documents, the 10,000 gallon capacity UST was
installed in 1974 (see Appendix E). There is no Building Department
record of the installation of the other two UST's. Two fuel dispensers
were observed at the location of the UST's (see Photographs). The
tanks and dispensers are not currently operationai.

Additionally, two UST’s were removed from the northeast portion of
the site at the location depicted on the Plot Plan. Accordingto a UST
Removal Report dated January 14, 1999, by United Strategies
Incorporated, the two UST's were removed in 1998. The report
indicates that soil samples were collected from the tank excavation
bottom and displayed non-detected levels of TPH, BTEX and MTBE.
The Report recommends “No Further Action”. While the UST removal
~was performed under permission of the San Bernardino County Fire
Department Hazardous Materials Division, it is not known if a copy of
the Tank Closure report was submitted to the County Fire
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Department. A copy of the report by United Strategies is included in
Appendix D.

* ABOVE GROUND STORAGE TANKS: An approximate 500-gallon,
propane-containing, above ground storage tank (AST) is located at
the central portion of the site as depicted on Plot Plan, Figure No. A-
3. The AST appears to be in relatively good condition with no signs
of surface breaching. The concrete pad beneath the AST was in
relatively good repair and free of surface staining. .
EASEMENTS: There are norecorded easements associated with the
subject property with the exception of the site public utility easements.

* PIPELINES: The only recorded pipelines tfaversing the subject
property are those for public utilities such as sewer and water.

WELLS: There was no evidence of water supply or groundwater
monitoring wells observed during our site reconnaissance, nor is
there any record on file of their prior existence. According to the
Munger Map Book of Qil and Gas Fields, there are no oil and gas
wells located on the subject property.

. SUMPS: A total of eleven (11) two and three-stage clarifiers were
identified during our site reconnaissance (see Photographs). Itis our
understanding that the clarifiers were used outside the former site
press houses and in manufacturing areas during the manufacture of
fireworks. As fireworks are no longer manufactured on site, these
clarifiers are no longer in use. As observed, the clarifiers still contain
liquids. It is likely that the bottoms of these clarifiers contain sludge
from previous use. It is assumed that the clarifiers previously
discharged into the City of Rialto storm drain system. The clarifier
locations are depicted on Plot Plan, Figure No. A-3.

* WASTE PIT: An approximate 8 feet deep, unlined pit was observed
in the southwest portion of the site, to the east of the aforementioned
UST’s. Although the ditch was overgrown with vegetation, this area
is a potential site of historical dumping. The bottom of the pit is

. obstructed by non-hazardous waste including trash, lumber, pallets
and other various debris. As a result of this, the ground surface at
the bottom of the pit was not readily observable.

* SITE DRAINAGE: Site surface runoff is directed from buildings to
ground surfaces across the site. There is no property-wide
engineered site drainage system.

PONDS: There were no ponds or large bodies of water observed on

the subject property during our site reconnaissance.

1._2 Property Use

1.2.1 Former Property Use

A review of aerial photographs, Building Department records, Sanborn Fire
Insurance Maps, aerial photographs, United States Geological Survey
(USGS) Maps and personal interviews was performed in order to determine
the prior use of the subject property. Documents associated with the
historical review of the property are included in Appendix F. The following
is a descriptive account of historical site conditions:

Sanborn Fire Insurance Maps for the Rialto area dated
between 1908 and 1945 do not include coverage for the
subject property.

Based on intervi.ews with current site tenants, the United
States Navy occupied the site during the 1940's. 1t is our

understanding, that the Navy utilized the site as a munitions
depot.

Based on communications with site tenants, firework
manufacturing and warehousing first commenced on the
subject property circa 1960.

The first record maintained by the City of Rialto Department of
Building and Safety is a 1968 Permit to construct the four
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concrete tilt-up structures presently located in the northeast
portion of the property. The site use is described as
“warehouse®. Pyrotronics Corporation is depicted as the site
owner on the permit. Site Building Department documents are
included in Appendix E, herein. ‘

1969 Two City of Rialto Department of Building and Safety permits
dated 1969 describe the construction of a 1,400 square foot
(s.f.) and 9,600 s.f. building. The use of the 1,400 s.f. building
is described as “fireworks storage”. The use of the 9,600 s.f.
building is described as “assembly and maintenance”.
California Fireworks is recorded as the site owner on the
permits. ‘

1971 A City of Rialto Department of Building and Safety permit
dated 1971 describes the construction of a 7,200 s.f. building.
The use of the building is described as storage. California
Fireworks is depicted as the site owner on the permit.

1974 A City of Rialto Department of Buiiding and Safety permit
dated 1974 describes the installation of a 8,940 gallon
capacity, gasoline-containing Underground Storage Tank. A
second document depicts the approximate location of the UST
as well as the location of the two previously discussed UST's.
Red Devil Fireworks is recorded as the site owner on the
permit.

1975 A City of Rialto Department of Building and Safety permit

: dated 1975 describes the renovation of an existing site
building. Apollo Manufacturing is recorded as the site owner
on the permit. '

1881 A 1981 Aerial Photograph depicts the subject property in its
current configuration. The existing residential propertiestothe
north have not yet been constructed.

1994 A City of Rialto Department of Building and Safety permit
dated 1994 describes the re-roofing of 27,500 s.f. existing site

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structure. Chung Wong is recorded as the site owner on the
permit.

1998 According to a UST tank closure report, by United Strategies
incorporated dated January 14, 1898, two gasoline-containing
UST's were removed in 1998 (see Appendix D).

1.2.1.2 Sources ' N

The following sources and a description of the information provided
by each is listed below:

AERIAL PHOTOGRAPHS: Aerial Photographs were available at the
Fairchild Collection of Whittier College in Whittier, California and at

Fotobank of Irvine, California. Photographs reviewed are dated 1981
and 1996.

SANBORN FIRE INSURANCE MAPS: Sanborn Fire Insurance Maps
dated between 1903 and 1945 do not include the section of Rialto
occcupied by the subject property.

FIRE DEPARTMENT: According to a representative of the City of
Rialto Fire Department, there is no record of environmental violation
associated with the subject property.

BUILDING DEPARTMENT: The earliest document available at the
City of Rialto Building Department was dated 1968 which described
the construction of the four existing warehouses located in the
northeast portion of the site.

CHAIN OF TITLE: A50-year chain of title review is beyond the scope
of waork and was not performed as part of this Phase | ESA.

TOPOGRAPHIC MAP: A U.S.G.S. Topographic Map of the Devore
Quadrangle, dated 1966 (photorevised 1988), depicts many of the

~ existing site structures including the four site warehouses (see Figure
No. A-2),
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1.2.2 Current Property Use

To evaluate the current use of the subject property, EGA Consultants
performed a site reconnaissance of the subject property accompanied by Ms,
Margot Cartagena, Warehouse Operations Manager of TNT Fireworks, on
April 23, 2001. The site is currently occupied by TNT Fireworks and Pyro
Spectaculars Inc (Pyro Spectaculars). -
TNT Fireworks is a wholesale supplier of fireworks sold to the public at
roadside fireworks stands. It is our understanding that during much of the
1960's and 1970's, fireworks were manufactured on the subject property. At
the present time, the subject property is used for the purpose of firewaorks
stand, equipment and/or fireworks product storage. There was no evidence
of fireworks manufacturing observed during our site reconnaissance.

As depicted on the Plot Plan, Figure No. A-3, Building Nos. 76, 77, 78 and
79 are the main warehouse structures on the property. The concrete tilt-up
warehouses serve as the primary fireworks storage and distribution
structures. Buiiding Nos. 21 and 22 are office buildings for the site business.

The remaining TNT Fireworks buildings are used for storage and
maintenance or have been vacated. Shop areas are mostly used for light
carpentry work. Several decommissioned presses were observed in several
of the vacated buildings.

The remainder of the subject property is occupled by Pyro Spectaculars.
Pyro Spectaculars provides pyrotechnic entertainment. Pyro Spectaculars
utilizes the property for the assembly and storage of large scale fireworks.
The portions of the property occupied by Pyro Spectaculars include the
northwest portion of the site where several large storage crates are located.
Two large storage bunkers (Bldg. Nos. M11 and M12 on the Plot Plan),
located in the northwest portion of the site, are utilized for fireworks storage.
The structure depicted as Pyro #2 on the Plot Plan (north central portion of
site) is utilized by Pyro Spectaculars for fireworks assembly and storage.
The structure located in the northeast portion of the site is occupied by the
Pyro Spectaculars administrative offices.
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1.2.3 Current and Historical Regulatory Review of the Subject Site

The discussion presented in this section is based on available information
provided by government agencies and various databases. EGA Consultants
contracted with BBL of Solana Beach, California to review regulatory agency
lists concerning the reported use, storage, or releases of hazardous
materials in accordance with the ASTM Standard E 1527-94 guidelines. A
copy of the BBL report is included in Appendix D, herein.

1.2.4 Review of Title Documents

A 50-year chain of title review was not requested as pért of this Phase | ESA.
1.3 Geology

The USGS topographic map of the Devore Quadrangle indicates that the subject site
vicinity is generally level with a gradual downward slope to the southeast. Surface
elevation in the area of the subject site is approximately 1640 feet above mean sea
level (see Figure No. A-2, USGS Topographic Map).

The site is located in the central portion of the Upper Santa Ana Valley, south of the
San Bernardino Mountains. Regiorially, the site is underiain by Quaternary-age non-
marine sedimentary deposits originating from stream channels, flood plains, and
alluvial fans.

1.4 Hydrology

Based on our review of hydrogeologic records, we estimate that the regional
groundwater table is at a depth greater than 200 feet in the vicinity of the subject site.
However, perched water may exist at shallower depths due to seasonai fluctuations in
rainfall. According to area maps, regional groundwater in the vicinity of the subject
property flows to the southeast. According to a representative of the San Bernardino
Environmental Health Division, there are no known water weils located in the vicinity
of the subject property. ,

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1.5 Non-CERCLA Issues
1.5.1 Asbestos

During the on-site inspection, building materials were observed, including but not
limited to: roofing materials, window putty, drywall, vinyl floor covering, and Thermal
System insulation (TSI) on pipe insulation. As defined in NESHAP 61.141, the
observed materials may be classified as suspect reguiated asbestos-cohtai'ning
materials (ACM’s). Prior to demolition, renovation, or any other activity, that may
disturb these materials, either an accredited Building Inspector‘shoulld perform
material testing or the materials should be handled as asbestos-containing.

1.5.2 Lead Paint

An inspet;tion and sampling program for suspect lead-based paint (LBP) was not
inciuded in the Scope of Work for this project.

1.5.3 Lead in Water

Pota_ble water is supplied to the subject property by the City of Rialto. Most
Municipal water suppliers meet USEPA monitoring requirements to ensure that
water does not exceed Safe Drinking Water Action levels for lead. Based on the
agi?j of the site building, it is unlikely that lead exists in the building's pipes or pipe
solder.

1.5.4 Radon

Based ona 1980 survey conducted by the California Department of Health Services
(QADHS) for Reg:on 9 (Los Angeles, San Bernardino, Orange, Riverside, San
Dlecgl;o, and Imperial Counties), approximately 0.5% of the homes surveyed in this
study area exceeded the USEPA recommended action levels of 4 picoCuri

liter of air (CADHS, 1990). " pleoTaies per

Uran!un_1 1S fou_nd in about 150 minerals including granite, phosphate and shale.
Granite 1s @ major concern for the presence of radon, as some deposits have been
found to c-on.taun extremely high levels of uranium. The area of the subject property
does not indicate any large deposits of granitic material which would be of concern

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to test for the presence of radon.

Based on this regional survey and site subsurface conditions, it does not appear
likely that high radon concentrations are a significant concern at the subject site. -

1.5.5 PCB’s ‘

Pole-mount.ec.:l site transformers appeared to be in good, unbreached condition. No
surface staining was observed on the ground surface beneath site transformers.

Therefore, it appears unlikely that PCB’s pose an environmental concern at the
subject property. |

1.6 Other

There were no sensitive ecological areas identified on-site éuring our site
reconnaissance.

1.7 On-Site Environmental Issues

1) As' preyiqusly discussed, three (3) Underground Storage Tanks (UST) currently
exist thh_ln southwestern portion of the site adjacent to the south boundary. Atthe
present time these UST’s are not in use.

2) Eleven (11) three-stage clarifiers were identified during our site reconnaissance.

These clarifiers still contain liquids. It is likely that the bottoms of these clarifiers
contain sludge from previous use.

- 3) An approximate 8 feet deep, unlined pit was observed in the southwest portion of

" the site, to the east of the aforementioned UST's. Although the pit was overgrown

with vegetation, this area is a potential site of historical dumping. The bottom of the

pit is obstructed by non-hazardous debris. As a result of this, any potential surface
staining at the bottomn of the pit was not readily observable.

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2.0 SURROUNDING PROPERTIES
2.1 Description

The subject property is located within a manufacturing/industrial and residential area
of the City of Rialto.

2.1.1 Historical Use - Surrounding Properties

Based on our histarical review of the referenced aerial photographs, the
surrounding area has historically been utilized for agricultural and industrial
purposes.

2.1.2 Current Use - Surrounding Properties

EGA Consuitants conducted a reconnaissance of the surrounding area in order to
assess the likelihood that surrounding properties pose a potential environmental
threat to the subject property. The adjacent properties are described as follows:

Properties East of Site

T & B Sales and Pulliam Masonry company are located across North Locust
Avenue to the east of the subject site. These two companies sell brick, block,
sand and cement products. Neither of these two businesses are included on the
database report by BBL.

Property West of Site
The property west of the subject site is undeveloped raw land.

Property North of Site

The property to the north of the subject site is occupied by residential properties
(tract homes).

Property South of Site

Rialto Concrete Products and Hudson and Odom Tire Company are located
adjacent to the south side of the subject site. Hudson and Odom Tire Company
is included on the State of California Solid Waste information System list as
being an unpermitted tire retreader. There is no indication of soil or

Division Chief Tom McVeitty opened the meeting at 2:05 P.M., and everyone
introduced themselves.

Mr. Bludau explained that the two recent explosions generated a lot of interest
from the citizens who have demanded we close the fireworks plants down. Due
to this outcry, the City Council has directed the staff to look into this and
bring recommendations back to the City Council. Citizens who left their name
and addresses will be notifed when a meeting has been scheduled to discuss
this further. Prior .to that meeting we called this meeting so you can be
prepared as to any recommendations. Last week we met with the regulatory
agencies involved and had very good input. This week we are asking for your
recommendations and help. Specifically, we would like an inventory of how
much is stored and where, transportation of explosives in and out of that area
and any suggestions you may have,

Each representative talked about their operation (storage, manufacture, etc.)

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Red Devil: The Fire Department has-a good handle as to who is doing what in
this area. It has been a pleasure working with them--they ask questions and
have done a very good job of compiling information. '

We are importers and distributors of Class "C" fireworks--import from out of
state, China and Taiwan. We have an inventory of fireworks stored year
around--February through June is the bulk. It is stored in a warehouse
above-ground, concrete tilt-up, sprinklered building. There is no raw material
in storage; some chemicals Teft but we are in the process of selling it--very
little left. Total pounds are unknown and no black powder is in storage

Finished goods stored weigh different amounts and it is difficult to p]acé
a poundage on it. I will provide you with a copy of our business plan.-

We can probably store 100,000 cases--cases vary from five pounds to thirty-five
pounds. The maximum amount allowed for Class "C" fireworks is 75 grams for -
a single finished product.

Most transportation occurs when we receive imports and ship to our warehouse
(between February and July). Semi-trailers are not used for storage.

We have approximately 100 acres and 75-80 buildings--most are not used. Five
buildings are used for storage {four tilt-up and ome warehouse). We haye one
“long-term lease; one short-term lease to Pyro-Spectaculars; and one short-term
lease to a trucking company. We own the 100 acres and lease two bunkers. Our
lease with Pyro-Sepctaculars states that they would be responsible far any
permits they need for their business.

We have a security system monitored year around and a fire system. Monitored
system is a detection device on all doors and infra-red lights, No security
guards on duty--line drivers have a guard posted at the gate. There are four
ingresses to our 100 acres all chained and padlocked. We now have a security
guard during nonworking hours {nights and weekends). We have sold 50-60 acres
and this is completely separate from our existing 100 acres.

Red Devil has been there since 1967.

Trojan Fireworksi Most aspects of our operation is import and distribution
of Class "C" fireworks done at our warehouse in Norwalk., Rialto is 3
manufacturing plant for Class "C" fireworks. We have a big line of display
items--we do not make shells. We do stage effects (e.g., Miami Vice, etc.)

We have five acres within the fence--all manufacturing. We have three bunkers
for storage and preparation of shell-type aerial displays (for July 4, schools
etc.). One bunker everything we use is stored; one bunker is backup storage:
and one bunker has partially completed items. ’

Transportation varies--most around July 4--twice a week on the average. The
weight qf storage 1is approximately 30,000 to 40,000 pounds in the display
bunker--in the Fall 10,000 to 15,000 pounds.

Mr. Aklufi: The Schultz Trust estate hold 95 acres--four to five major tenants
Primarily for leasing magazines. Terms of leases vary (two to three yearsi
and renewed periodically with options. No long-term leases but Rerojet has
a five-year lease with options. We have an insurance clause on all that they

are to abide by all State and Federal laws.

Aerojet Ordinance:

We have six bunkers for storage only. Five bunkers are used for propellant
storage and one is used for high explosives storage. No raw material storage;
assembly of all Ordinance material is in Chino. We have 23,000 pounds in om’e
bunker of high explesives; everything else is propellant. .

The explosives material is very expensive and we are attempting to sell it
or will take it back to our Chino facility. May bring in buildings approved
by DOD or will get rid of it. Once that is out we are primarily a storage
facility. The people who go down there are licensed and are a select group.
We have absolute control of entrance. Fencing and sensing devices. We do
not handle raw materials.

.City of Rialto Fire Department: We have been working with the facilities
regarding the 90 days allowable for storage of waste. _

City of Rialto Planning Department: The area is zoned M-2 which allows for
manufacture and storage of explosives (subject to a public hearing). As long
as the bunkers are existent and no new facilities are built (which require
a building permit) just a business license is required.

Pyro-Spectaculars: We have public display Class "B" and are imparters/
exporters/wholesalers; generally wholesalers and licensed with the State.

We have 25 acres--fire alarm system and office has alarm system. We keep an
accurate inventory on our computer. A printout can tell the quantity of Class
"B* or "C" materials at any given time. We submitted a map to the Fire
Department and identified each bunker. '

The security on the storaée bunker is doubleilock. We had one break-in fifteen
years ago but they didn't touch anything.

We have fifteen workers and five to six people have access to the keys. We
do not manufacture--we are wholesalers--public display operators. We have
above-ground storage facilities and two bunkers.

We transport in and out daily. Responsible agency is CHP and they are quite
stringent on vehicles and have approved routes. Approved routes are freeways
to Highland to Locust or freeway to Sierra to Highland (Alder is not approved
now). There are no approved vehicle stops for trucks transporting explosives
in Rialto. Tri-State stop is approved for Tri-State trucks only.

Broco, Inc. was spokesman for everyone represented and said'that since the .
Tast explosion a guard was hired to walk and ride the area and we all contribute
to this system and I think we will continue to do so (although we have not
discussed it). (It was generally felt that an on-site guard- would be
continued). (Pyro-Spectaculars discontinued around-the-clock security several
months ago.) We do not have authority to expell anyone who is up there hunting.
We do not want to set restrictions from others firing guns as it may also

~ restrict us firing on our own range. ' - o

We need to look at overall fencing of the area. We are talking about a
tremendous outlay as far as the fencing is concerned.

City of Ria]tq Police Department: This may be .something you have to address
as this community moves north.

When the Police pepartment goes in they don't know who is in charge or how
to reach a supervisor. The area is not clearly marked and there is delay.

(The Fire Department has maps with each company marked.)

The fireworks representatives felt they had been there longer than the broperty
owners, however, it was pointed out that as houses are built closer to the
fireworks facilities, the company must take the position to protect the people
and the houses. .

Mr. ﬁk]ufi noted tha@ these facilities are the largest in the Southwest and
provide revenue and jobs for the City of Rialto and that perhaps this area
should be planned as an industrial area.

Mr. Bludau and Division Chief McVeitty each explained that even though it would
make life easier if the fireworks plants were relocated,. we must look at
everyone's position. Just as Celebrity’'s business has been turned upside down
because of one individual's actions, so has the City's. We are all here to
come up with ideas and recommendations to solve the problem in the best interest
of everyone.

The fireworks representatives were concerned that any changes would be justified

and cost effectjve and wanted to know what the bhottom Tine was from the
regulatory agencies. - :

Keep the quantities down.

Police Chief Farmer said that there will be a lot of public and political
resistance to -any expansion and suggested that the companies need to start
thinking about public relations. "We all know that the suicide was a freak
accident, but we have to convince the public." Whether you like it or not,
there will be 8,000 to 10,000 people living next to you and children will be

going to school 2500 yards away. VYou will need to take these things into
consideration.
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Celebrity Fireworks was coﬁcerned as to when the building restrictio i

be lifted and were told that a public hearing on the moritorium is sc;;dz}l;
for next Tuesday and it can be extended. .

Mr. Brower expressed concern about any delay and asked for the City's help.

He also suggested that everyone could put up fences, incorporate a rovin

The City felt that this would be a big step.

There was concern from the fireworks representatives about building houses
close to the dump and was told that the dump is in Fontana and Rialto does
-not have any houses closer than one-half mile.

Division Chief McVeitty said according to ATF, the American Table of Di
allows 2800' to build homes to the nearest bunker, but ATF feelsOfwe?]:EzE?g
double that and reiterated that if someone builds in that area then it is the
individual company's responsibility to make sure that the area is safe for
the people.

The fireworks reprpsentatives feel like it is "we against they® and want the
City's help and said they will help by working together. Where can they start?

Division Chief McVeitty said we are not in a position to make recommendations
today but does feel that the first two issues will be:

1. Limit new construction to whatever existed at a certain date.
2. Security.
Mr. Jerry Brower did not feel that l1imiting construction would be écceptable.

Mr. Apel felt that this industry is being made the scapegoat--perhaps the
developer can be made to put up block walls, etc.

Mr. Brower said Bill Page (Celebrity) needs help now.

It was suggested that everyone come to the meeting on Tuesday night (November
17, 1987 at 6:00 P.M.) and let the City Council know that some consideration
needs to be given to the people now and perhaps the moritorium should be on
future expansion. :

Pyro-Spectacular asked if Sam could give them some clarification on burning
permits.

Mr. Aklufi asked what our next step would be.

Division Chief McVeitty said we would meet again, but it will probably be a
month or two.
