• B Street / Broadway Piers on 303(d) list
• 2003 TMDL Phase I study

Switzer Creek, downtown anchorage and B Street / Broadway Piers were placed on the 303(d) list based on the results from the 1996 and 1998 BPTCP reports.  Each site is listed for benthic community degradation and sediment toxicity. Downtown Anchorage and Switzer Creek are formally designated as Toxic Hot Spots by the BPTCP.  In 2003 Phase I of the TMDL projects began for these 3 sites.

– Site assessment

• Phase II
– Temporal variations
– Toxicity Identification Evaluations (TIEs)

Phase I is Site Assessment.  I will go into more detail on Phase I on the next slide.



Phase II investigates temporal variations and toxicity identification evaluation, or TIE, analyses, which identifies the pollutant(s) causing the toxicity and at these sites.  Phase II sampling began in February of this year and will be completed later this fall.



Phase I - Site Assessment

• Data collected July 2003
• Sampling and analysis similar to Bight 98, 

Shipyard, and Chollas/Paleta studies
• Data collected

– Sediment chemistry
– Bioaccumulation
– Toxicity
– Benthic community

Phase I is the site assessment component of the TMDL.  Sampling took place in July 2003.



The sampling and analysis is similar to that for the SCCWRP Bight ‘98 study, NASSCO and SWM shipyard investigation,and chollas/paleta creek tmdls.
