Staff
did not include any of
these changes in the
version of the Tentative
Addendum that was
released for public
comment. Upon receiving
this comment, staff
reviewed the specific
requests in the ROWD.
The Table Below lists the
five requests for language
changes, and staff
responses to the
requests.

USMC

Page 1-1 of the
permit application

Requests Section B.6 change total
nitrogen from 4.1 as a daily maximum
to 5.0 as a 12 month average. Request
addition of this change.

Accepted the change of
discharge specification
B.6 to a 12 month
average from a daily
maximum. However, the
discharge specification
value was not changed to
5.0 mg/L and will remain
at the current value of 4.1
mg/L. The rationale for not
raising the discharge
specification value can be
found in Specification 6
within the technical report
that was submitted with
Order No. R9-2009-0021.
The initial phase
discharge specification
value of 5.0 mg/L was
requested by the USMC.
The value was accepted
for a 5 year period to
allow the USMC to enact
plans to improve influent
nitrogen concentrations.
As stated in the technical
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report, 4.1 mg/L is the
99% confidence limit of
the water quality objective
while incorporating a
typical denitrification rate
of 30%. Without further
evidence to support
raising the total nitrogen
discharge specification to
5.0 mg/L, the San Diego
Water Board will keep the
current value of 4.1 mg/L
to ensure long term
protection of beneficial
uses.
