EXAMINATION
BY MS. BERESFORD:
Q. Good morning, Mr. Nakatani.
A. Hi.
Q. My name is Linda Beresford. I'm one of

the attorneys for San Altos-Lemon Grove, LLC,
representing them in the matter of the Administrative
Civil Liability Complaint Number R9-2015-0110, issued

by the Regional Water Quality Control Board.

Would you state your name and spell it for the
record.

A. Tad Nakatani, T-a-d, N-a-k-a-t-a-n-1i.

Q. Thank you. Have you had your deposition
taken before?

A, No.

Q. There's a few ground rules that I'd like

to go over with you, just to try to make the process

hearing under ocath. We have a court reporter taking
question, if it's possible, please try to respond
verbally, "yes;" "no," a sentence, rather than a
shrug or "uh-huh," things that are difficult to read
on a transcript. Understood?

A. Yes.

Q. Okay. And in order to have an accurate
transcript, it's important that you understand my
question and I understand your answer. So if
possible, we'll try to have one person speaking at a
time. So if you can wait for me to finish my
question; and I, in turn, will also do my best and
wait for you to finish your answer before we stop
speaking -- before I start speaking so that we're not
talking over each other.

Do you understand?

A, Yes.

Q. Please feel free to take a break at any
time. The only thing I ask is that if I have a
question pending before you, that you answer the
question before we take a break; is that understood?

A, Yes.

Q. Okay. And finally, I'm sorry, but I do

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have to ask: Are you taking any medication, or is
there any other reason why you can't give your best
testimony today?

A, No.

Okéy. Great.

MS. BERESFORD: If you could please mark that
as Exhibit 1.

(Exhibit Number 1 was marked for

identification.)

BY MS. BERESFORD:

Q. Would you please review that.
A. Is this the full copy on the back?
Q. One document is your Notice of Deposition

with the Request for Production of Documents. And

one should be the Subpoena with the Request for
Production. It's my understanding that the Request

for Production of Documents are identical for both

the Notice of Deposition and the Subpoena.

A. Okay.

Q. But my first question is, have you seen
that document before?

A, Yes.

Q. Okay. Can you identify for the record
what it is?

A. I forgot what just called it, but the --

THE WITNESS: He said he would talk to Wayne
and let us know.

MR. LOUGH: We added theirs. It's on the
CD-ROM we gave you.

BY MS. BERESFORD:

Q. So it's your testimony that all of the
documents that you have responsive to that, you
provided to Mr. Lough to produce with the City of
Lemon Grove's documents?

A. Yes. I believe they were on different
DVDs but submitted to him.
I'm guessing you gave those at the same time.

Q. Okay. In your review of documents, did

you identify any documents that you thought were

possibly responsive but you did not produce for some

A. No, not that I'm aware of.

Q. Did you do anything else to prepare for
your deposition today?

A.v We did have a brief meeting with Jim and

some people from Lemon Grove.

Q. Did you talk to anybody at D-Max about the
deposition?

A. John Quenzer and John Zrinski.

Q. What was that discussion about?

A, Mostly we were -- we coordinated getting

all of the documents together mainly because it was a
lot of overlap. And then yeah, I guess just general
discussion of what we needed to do, to show up and
then bring and stuff like that.

Q. Okay. Did you review any documents
specifically to prepare for today?

A. Just what I kind of may have glanced over
in pulling in all of the e-mails mostly, I guess.

Q. Okay.

A. Yeah. Sc not an actual thorough review of
any of the documents that were listed on here.

Q. Okay. Thanks. I would like to talk about
your education a little bit.

A, Okay.

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Q. Where did you graduate from high school?

A. Glendale High School in Glendale,

Q. And then did you go to college?

A. Yes.

Q. Where was that?

A. UC San Diego.

Q. What year was that?

A. 2004.

Q. What was your degree?

A. I had a degree in ecology behavior in
evolution, and psychology as a second.

Q. Interesting. Do you have any advanced
degrees?

A. I have a master's.

Q. And what is that in?

A. That's in animal behavior from UC Davis.

Q. When you did get that degree?

A. I believe 2008.

Q. Is that a master's of science?

A. Yes.

Q. Okay. Do you have any other advanced

degrees besides that?

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A. No.

Q. What was your first job after you finished
your master's at UC Davis?

A. I had a -- I had an internship, like a
full—timé internship with the Air Resources Board in
Sacramento. Although I don't technically remember --
so that was through the summer, from about June to
September. I don't remember if my degree award date
was actually June or September. It technically may
not have been after; it may have been during.

Q. That's okay. Let me back up a little bit.
Did you work in between the time you graduated from
UCSD and went to UC Davis?

A. Yes.

Q. What did you do during that period?

A. I worked as a biostatistician for one
year; and I worked in biotech for the second year;

and then began grad school after two years, I

believe.
Q. Where were you a biostatistician?
A. The Virtual Reality Medical Center. It

sounds fake, I know.
Q. Where was that?
A. That was in San Diego.

Q. And then, I'm sorry, you were a biotech?

And then I interviewed with
D-Max, my parent company. And I started with D-Max

in I believe January of '09.

Q. What was your first position with D-Max?
A. Staff scientist, I believe.

Q. And what did you do as a staff scientist?
A. I don't know all of it. I did under --

with that Jjob title, because I don't recall exactly
how long I had that one. But I -- I mean, do you
want a list of some of the tasks I can think of?

Q. Did you do any storm water inspections as
a staff scientist?

A, Yes.

Q. So you started doing storm water
inspections in 2009 as a staff scientist?

A. Yes.

Q. What type of training did you have —-- or

did you have any training before you did storm water

inspections as a staff scientist?

Q. And was that all the training you received
at that time?

Q. What type of storm water inspections were
you doing at that time?

A. Initially it was industrial/commercial,
the beginning. Probably also some treatment control
BMP or structural BMP, maintenance verification
inspections. Yeah, that was probably after a couple
of months. Yeah, that probably was performed under

that same job title.

Q. OCkay. How long were you a staff
scientist?

A. I don't remember.

Q. Do you remember what your next title was?

A. I believe there's Staff Scientist II was

the next level.
Q. Do you do similar type of storm water
inspections as a Staff Scientist II?

A. Probably. I would say there was probably

9 Q. More than five?

10 A. Yeah.

11 Q. More than ten?

12 A. Yeah. So I guess I would say probably --
13 so 1f I were to be doing a full time, let's say I

14 worked one week and I'm doing all five days, fully
15 dedicated to inspections, I would probably while

16 doing industrial/commercial I could do about 20 to 30
17 in a week. And then if it were in treatment control
18 or structural, postconstruction, less than that

19 mavybe, 15 to 25 a week, so -- but I don't at this
20 point recall how much of my time was on just
21 inspections.
22 Q. Okay. Who were you doing the inspections
23 for?
24 A. Like, who was my supervisor; or who was my

A. Yes.

Q. And during that time, were you doing

inspections for the General Construction Storm Water

Permit?
A. No, not in the early years.
Q. Okay. What was your title after you were

a Staff Scientist II?
A. I believe Assistant Project Scientist.
Q. And do you know when you became an

Assistant Project Scientist?

A. No.

Q. Do you think it was one year ago or
approximately --

A. No, multiple years ago. I don't remember

which one.

Q. And did you do storm water inspections as

I don't know
exactly when a transition -- the next title would be
Project Scientist, which is my current one. So I
would guess probably under that title is when I was
doing some construction stuff, but I'm really not
sure. I don't know when the job titles synced up

with different actions.

Q. Okay. But you're a Project Scientist now?

A. Yes.

Q. Do you know when you became a Project
Scientist?

A. No.

Q. Your parents must not ask you too many

questions as they ask me.
Approximately how long do you -- would you

estimate that you have been a Project Scientist?

A. Oh, gosh. Probably within the last two

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vears. That's about -- I can vaguely remember joking
with a coworker that the new job title didn't mean
that much to me. So that's -- it didn't really
change what I was doing work-wise.

But you just indicated that your
duties didn't really change that much, or did they?
Can you elaborate. What did you do as --

A. I think if you are talking about like the

different jobs, like tasks I'm working on, I think
that really would be something that changed more with
different contracts that my company had, as opposed
to what my job title was. Because a lot of the

contracts we have are for, you know, just several

months or something.

So if we had a six months -- a six-month
contract to do a certain task, then that's really
what determined like we're doing this project with
the Lemon Grove construction program. So that kind
of determined what I was doing more so than my Job
title.

Q. Okay.

A. At that point, yeah.

Q. Over the past two years, did you do any

9 Q. So you Jjust indicated to me that you are a
10 Qualified Storm Water Professional, QSP; is that

11 correct?

12 A. I believe the P is Practitioner, right?

13 But vyeah, QSP.

14 Q. Okay. When did you become a QSP?

15 A. Let's see. I believe that was on my

16 resume. Do you have that? I could -- I don't recall
17 offhand. But it should be on the resume that was on
18 the DVD from Jim.

19 Q. OCkay. Do you think it was approximately a
20 year ago?
21 A. No. It was a few years ago. In my head
22 I've sort of got 2012, but I don't know if that's
23 correct or not. But it was multiple years ago.
24 Q. Okay. Are you a Qualified SWPPP
25 Developer, a QSD?

Q. Do you know when?
A. That would be the same date.
Q. Okay. What specific training have you had
for storm water compliance investigations?

I had the QSP/QSD
training, which I took that with I believe Rick
Engineering. And then I had some -- just my year of

pass inspection material and reading with documents,
like with coworkers.

Q. Did you go to any of the specific training
that the Water Board has put on?

A, No.

Q. Are you a Trainer of Record?

A. No.

Q. Okay. Can you describe the relationship

between D-Max and the City of Lemon Grove for me?

A. Yes. So D-Max was hired by the City of
Lemon Grove. Specific to this project, they hired us
to do inspections of construction sites. D-Max also

has some additional contracts with the City to do

8 Q. Okay. Do you know why they hired D-Max |
9 for that purpose? §
10 A. I believe initially it was I think two é
11 sites. They wanted us to come in and do inspections é
12 of -- construction inspections of two sites. %
13 Q. Did anyone specifically say why they é
14 wanted you to do that? %
15 A. So I guess I didn't -- I don't think I ;
16 spoke to the City at the time. It would be -- John g
17 Quenzer was my supervisor. So I don't know exactly §
18 what was said specifically, other than the City %
19 wanted our assistance just to provide, you know,
20 basically our assessment of the site, similar to what
21 the water company typically does for, like, a
22 municipal construction inspection.
23 Q. Who was your primary contact at the City?
24 A. At first or --
25 Q. At first and then later.

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A. I think honestly, that's sort of been
unclear or changing --
Q. Okay.

But I don't know honestly if the
contract was between the City and D-Max was kind of
done through by Malik or Leon. Because I know Malik,
you know, 1s the one who is most involved in storm
water. He's the one typically in contact with our

company more frequently about contracts. So I don't

know which one of them reached out to us initially.

Q. Okay. But throughout the course of the
contract, you had both -- you had contact with
Mr. Firsht and Mr. Malik Tamimi?

A, Yes.

Q. Who else at the City did you talk to or
meet with specifically about this site?

A, Gary Harper probably would be the person
that I had contact with by phone or e-mail, and also

Just he was on site many of the times I was there

too. So who else? Let's see. Tamara O'Neil. J.J.
Arrington was more recently. Let's see. Those were
the main ones. I'm just trying to think. I'm going

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through City staff. I think Dave I may have had
contact with, but I don't think related to this

project. I don't think.

Q. Okay.
A. That probably covers the main contacts.
Q. I understand Miss O'Neil is not with the

City of Lemon Grove anymore.

about that?

Al That's correct.

Q. Do you know where she is?

Al I do not.

Q. Who is Mr. Arrington?

A, J.J. or Jeremiah, he's a —-- I believe he's
an engineer, some sort of engineering title. I don't

know exactly what the title is. He hasn't been there
that long, probably just -- I believe he started in
2015 sometime.

MS. BERESFORD: Okay. If you could please mark
this as Exhibit 2.

(Exhibit Number 2 was marked for

identification.)

MR. BOYERS: Do you have another copy? I know
it's in there somewhere.

(Discussion off the record.)

MR. BOYERS: Okay. Perfect. Thank you.
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BY MS. BERESFORD:

Q. Have you seen this document before?

A. Yes.

Q. Can you tell me what it is?

A. It's my Inspection Form from December 9th,
2014,

Q. So did you visit the site on December 9,
20147 |

A. Yes.

Q. And you prepared this form following that
site visit?

A. Uh-huh. Yes. Oh, actually, on your
earlier question when you asked about why was I asked
to go out there, I'm pretty confident that I was told
by John Quenzer that the City had -- specifically was
having problems with the Valencia site. So they
wanted us to come in. So I think I was initially
told that.

I don't know 1if I was told of previous issues.
I don't know if there was even issues with the --
involvement with the Regional Board before that. I
don't know. But I know I was told that it was a site
they were having problems with.

Q. Okay. I see at the top it says, "First

permit required inspection." What is the permit that

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you were referring to there?
A. I believe that is referring to the General

Construction Permit. Although, I pretty much was

Jjust using that option as a -- I would say it's not
really, you know, something that we're -- excuse me.
That wouldn't be the General Construction Permit. I

believe that one is referring to the Municipal
Permit. |

But I don't know that this is necessarily
meaning that we're doing this inspection to meet the
inspection frequency requirement of the Municipal
Permit. My understanding of this box was just sort
of that that's a, hey, this is our sort of a routine
inspection that we're doing for the City.

Q. Okay. When you were asked or when you
went to go inspect the site, what was the standard
that you were comparing it against? Were you doing
an inspection per the Construction General Storm
Water Permit; or were you inspecting the site in
accordance with the City's Jurisdictional Urban
Runoff Management Plan?

A. So this would be in accordance with the
City's standards.

Q. So you were inspecting it in accordance

with the city's JURMP?

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A. Yeah. Or actually, they have a lot in
their Municipal Code as well.
Q. But when you were inspecting, you were not

inspecting for purposes of the Construction General
Storm.Waﬁer Permit, correct?
A. Correct. My intention was to be doing it
for the City in accordance with the City standards.
Q. Okay. And then the next line says,
"Construction Project Priority."

A. Uh-~huh.

Q. It looks like originally you checked
"High." Did you scratch that out and then check

"Medium"?
A, Yes.
Q. Can you describe what happened there a

little bit for me.

A. Well, I don't honestly remember exactly
why I initially checked "High." But that priority is
something that the City assigns to it. So I -- I
Just may have found out initially I believed it was
high; and then found out from the City that they had

assigned a medium priority to it, maybe. I don't

know the exact thought process at that point.
Q. Okay. Sure. On the second page of the

document, you indicated that there were no

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viclations; is that correct?

A, Yes, that's what's indicated there.

Q. And is this your handwriting at the bottom
of the Recommended Corrective Action?

A. Yes; Yes, it is.

Q. Does this inspection document discuss
whether or not there were concerns with BMPs with
respect to active versus inactive areas?

A, Yes, there is a mention of inactive areas.

Q. Can you peoint out to me where that
reference is?

A. I noticed one under one comment on the
Recommended Corrective Actions on page two, the first
one there mentions inactive areas.

Q. Can you read that sentence to me.

A. "Add erosion control to all disturbed
areas inactive for ten days, including roadways not
currently in use.”

Q. So when you were evaluating an active
versus inactive area, your evaluation was whether it

was active or inactive for a ten-day period; is that

correct?

Al In this instance, that appears to be
correct.

Q. And how would you have known whether an

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area was active or inactive for ten days?

A. At this point I would not have.

Q. You didn't ask anybody?

A, I don't recall. Let me see. Yeah, I
don't reéall.

Q. Towards the top of the page, there's a
column. I think it's the third one down on page two.
It says, "Are material stockpiles protected, covered,
contained, and located away from non-storm water
discharges?" Do you see that?

A. Uh-huh.

Q. Then you checked "yes"?

A. Uh-huh.

Q. And then it says, "Several unprotected
stockpiles." Do you see that?

A. Uh-huh.

Q. Did you talk to anyone about how long the
stockpiles have been there, or when they were going
to go away, or anything like that?

A. I couldn't tell you for a particular
inspection whether or not I spoke to someone about
that, you know, unless I have a specific note about
it.

Q. So 1f you saw a stockpile, is it possible

it could have been moved later that day?

2 Q. Is it possible that the same stockpile

3 could have been moved the day before?

4 MR. BOYERS: Objection. Speculation.

5 BY MS. BERESFORD:

6 Q. I will rephrase. If you went out and did
" an inspection and you saw a stockpile, did you have

8 any knowledge of when that stockpile was placed

9 there?
10 A. I may or may not have spoken to someone on
11 site during the inspection. But I can't tell just
12 from my notes at this point whether or not that's the
13 case.
14 Q. So for these stockpiles, you can't tell me
15 whether or not you knew when those stockpiles were
16 created?
17 A. Let's see. Someone may have told me when
18 it was created or last active, but they may not have.
19 I don't know at this point.
20 Q. Ckay. Did you discuss this inspection
21 with anybody?
22 A. I don't know. I would say there was --
23 I'm not sure. Gary Harper may have been there during g
24 that inspection, as he was there for many of them. h
25 But just from looking at these forms, I can't tell

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who either from the City or from the developer that
may or may not have spoken to on site.
Q. Did anybcdy from the Water Board ever call

you to talk about this inspection?

A. I don't believe so.

Q. Okay. How come you don't have any
pictures?

A, There are photos. Those were on the DVD.

Q. You toock photos when you went on every
inspection?

A. I believe there were photos that

corresponded with each Inspection Form.
Q. Did you take photos when you went?
A, Yes.
Q. Were they dated or time stamped in any

way?

A. Yes. I believe they should have date and
time stamps on each one from every inspection.

Q. Okay .

A. I think the time stamps are on Monday,
whenever the time change happened; otherwise, it
would be accurate.

Q. The time change throughout the date?

A. The time is off by an hour.

Q. Just the time?

13 A, Yes. §
14 Q. And when we say the site, we mean the g
15 Valencia Hills construction project on San Altos §
16 Place; is that correct? %
17 A, Correct. §
18 Q. I should have defined that earlier. %
19 You indicated, again, that there were no
20 violations after this inspection; is that correct?
21 A. Yes, that is what's indicated.
22 Q. Is that your handwriting at the bottom of
23 that page?
24 A, Yes.
25 Q. I only ask because it looks different from

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the handwriting on the December 9th inspection.
A, Oh.
Q. Do you recall if you discussed this
inspection with Gary Harper or Leon Firsht?
A.. I do not recall.
Q. Did you discuss this inspection with
anyone from the Water Board?
A. I don't believe so.
Q. Do you know whether or not a citation was

issued by the City of Lemon Grove on December 11th?
A. I don't know.
MS. BERESFORD: We'll mark that as Exhibit 4.
It says Exhibit Number 6 at the top of the document,
but for purposes of this deposition it's Exhibit 4.
(Exhibit Number 4 was marked for
identification.)
BY MS. BERESFORD:
Q Have you seen that document before?
A I'm not sure.
Q. Can you --
A There's -- I'm sorry. Go ahead.
Q Can you state for the record what it‘is?
A. It's an Administrative Citation from the
City of Lemon Grove.

Q. What is the date of it?

Q. So do you know what the wviolation of the

Municipal Code was?

A. I'm not sure what they went with there.
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That would probably be a Gary or Malik question,
since it was one of them that made that decision.
Q. Do you know what you noted here that was a

viclation of the JURMP?

A, Let me see what they have here. Yeah,
just from looking at this, on September 15th, I don't
know if exactly when -- it sounds like there was a
rain event, but I don't know exactly when it was.

But I can't tell from here for sure if there was some
sort of BMP deficiency that was a violation of the
JURMP.

Q. I'd like you to look at page two. The
second row down it says, "Are material stockpiles
protected and covered?"

A, Uh-huh.

Q. Your note says, "Some small sediment piles
are not protected." What's a difference between a
sediment pile and a stockpile?

A. I'm not sure if I was referring here to
something that may have been, vou know, not
necessarily an intentional stockpile for, you know, a
traditional stockpile use, but just an area where
some dirt had been piled up incidentally.

That may have been what I was referring to

there. That's just kind of speculation, though,
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based on my note. I think I might refer to something
like that, but I'm not positive at this point.

Q. Having used the term sediment pile instead
of stockpile, is that something different to vyou,
then? It's not a stockpile®?

A. I would say it could technically be
considered different. But the -- when it comes to a
storm water BMP, we'd be talking about similar
processes that would lead to, you know, erosion or
sediment transport. So for BMP purposes, I would
feel it's appropriate to treat them similarly.

Q. Do you know if you saw a discharge of
storm water with sediment in it from the site on this
date?

A. I believe -- let's see. I believe I just
saw sediment that was in the gutter, according to
this note here, and not necessarily discharge
actively, actively leaving the site when I was there.

Q. Is there anything in this report that
identifies which areas are active or inactive?

A. Page three has a mention of inactive, but
it's not referring to any specific area I don't
think. Oh, wait. Let me see. Yeah, not really

referring to a specific area, but to many lots

throughout the site. That's the only mention I'm
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seeing of active and inactive.

Q. You say -- previously you said you saw
sediment in the gutter.

A. Uh-huh.

Q.‘ Do you remember if you saw sediment
leaving an adjacent property on Akins Street?

A. I don't know. I would say I definitely
saw the potential for that. But I don't think I
actually saw -- you know, like I didn't see storm

water actively discharging from the site itself.
Likewise, I didn't see it discharging off the
adjacent properties because it wasn't discharging
there.

Q. Did the neighbor's property on Akins
Street have exposed dirt?

A. Yes, I believe some of the ones along
Akins did.

1Is it possible -- and I see that
you've done this on a number of occasions —-- where
you mark that box "yes," but the "Effective" box
"no"?

A. Correct. That's correct. I do find the
column headings a bit confusing on these. But in
general, yeah, I feel that the column on the far
right, the "Effective yes/no" is the one that's more
indicative of a problem. Because, you know, Just

asking if yes or no is BMP present, as I interpret

the other columns to be asking, doesn't necessarily
mean that it's there everywhere it needs to be and
implemented properly. So I believe that that's the
intention of the form is to capture that, so --

Q. Is it fair to say that although the box
indicates a BMP, the "yes" on the left may be
checked, that doesn't necessarily mean that there's a

violation, in your opinion, of either the JURMP or
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the City code?

A. The "yes" box?
Q. Correct.
A, Yeah, I would say that's true. It does

not necessarily mean there's a violation.

Q. That a better indication of whether
there's a violation, in your opinion, or not is the
box on the right "Effective, yes or no," in the
description column?

A. I would say that the "yes or no" is my
indication of adequacy of the BMP, as we've discussed
before. The violation issue is sort of a one handled
by the City.

Q. Okay. And looking back at my notes, with
respect to your testimony as to how you filled out
these forms, you indicated that you were inspecting
in accordance with the City's JURMP and the City's
code, correct?

A. Yes.

Q. And that were not loocking for compliance
with the construction general permit, correct?

Q. Specifically on Exhibit 2, but this will

relate to other exhibits as well, in the "Violations"

section, when you indicate "no violations," is it
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fair to say you are not making any determination as

Per the City's request, D-MAX collected samples of runoff from the Valencia construction site.
Samples were taken at the Akins Avenue and San Altos Place entrance/exit locations to the site
(sites Valencia_Akins and Valencia_SanAltos, respectively). A sample of runoff from a
residential portion of Lemon Grove flow south/southwest toward the San Altos entrance exit was
also taken to assess background conditions (site Background_SanAltos). Because gravel bags
were noted along Akins Avenue from the site discharge point down to the nearest storm drain
inlet, a sample was also taken downstream of the last set of gravel bags, just before the water
entered the inlet (site Akins_Inlet). Figure 1 and photos 1 through 3 show the sampling
locations.

Each sample was collected and analyzed for turbidity using a calibrated field meter. Most of the
site runoff appears to be discharging via the Akins Avenue discharge point (Valenica_AKkins).
Note that two different samples were taken from site Valencia_AKkins, about an hour apart, to
see if runoff characteristics would vary over time. Only a minimal difference in turbidity was
observed between the two samples. The sample taken at the inlet along Akins Avenue
(Akins_Iniet) had somewhat lower turbidity, likely due to the use of gravel bags along the curb
between the site and the inlet, but the turbidity levels were still not substantially lower. Results
are summarized in the table below, and photos of the samples in clear containers are presented
as photos 4 through 6.

Per the City’'s request, D-MAX visited the Valencia construction site on the morning of December
17, 2014, following a storm earlier in the morning. Rain had ended a few hours prior to the site
visit, and no runoff was observed flowing out from the construction site at the Akins or San Altos
entrance/exit locations at the time of the site visit.

Evidence of sediment discharge was observed at the Akins entrance/exit location (Photos 1 and
2) and along the curb farther downstream (Photo 3). A crew from Downstream Services was
power washing the curb along Akins to remove accumulated sediment (Photos 4, 5, and 6).
This indicates that there likely had been a noticeable sediment discharge earlier in the day.
Based on talking with the crew, our understanding is that they were working on behalf of the
Valencia project, and they also planned to use a vactor truck to remove accumulated sediment
from the downstream storm drain on Akins. The crew was taking measures to prevent
discharge of water from power washing, including using a vactor truck to reclaim the water, but
a small amount of water was observed discharging to the inlet along Akins. The water was {
seeping through gravel bags around the inlet and discharge to the storm drain. A sample of the

power washing discharge water was collected, and turbidity was measured at 52 NTU.

D-Max visited the Valencia construction site on the morning of December 31, 2014, following a ,{
storm earlier the previous night. Rain had ended a few hours prior to the site visit, and no runoff i
was observed flowing out from the construction site at the time of the site visit. ‘

Ponded water was observed at the Akins Avenue entrance/exit location and behind several sets
of gravel bags installed along Akins Avenue. Samples were collected from the ponded water at
the Akins Avenue entrance/exit (Photo 1) and from ponded water behind the first set of gravel
bags downstream of the Akins Avenue exit/entrance (Photos 2 and 3). Turbidity was measure
at 250 NTU in the first sample (Akins entrance/exit), and 235 NTU in the second sample (first
set of gravel bags along AKins).

Some sediment had settled out at the bottom of the pools of water in both of the locations at
which samples were collected, and care was taken not to disturb the settled sediment when
samples were taken. Note that because water had been pooled and sediment had settled out
over time, the turbidity results as given above are likely lower than the turbidity of the discharge
that had occurred earlier when it was raining. To approximate that effect, the settled sediment
at the Akins entrance/exit location was disturbed, and a sample was taken a few minutes later.
The turbidity of that sample was 998 NTU.

Observations farther downstream along the curb indicated that in some places sediment had
been conveyed around gravel bag installations. Photo 4 gives an example of this. Sediment
accumulation was also noted along Akins Avenue, close to the storm drain inlet.

Per the City’s request, D-MAX conducted multiple visits to the Valencia construction site to
perform inspections and to collect storm water runoff samples. Table 1 summarizes the dates
of all inspection and sampling visits.

Summary of Inspections

Several significant BMP deficiencies were observed during the initial inspection on December 9,
when the site was already under a Stop Work Notice from the City. Most significantly, there
were several areas that lacked adequate erosion control BMPs, and there was also evidence of
concentrated flows being directed to unstabilized areas, causing significant erosion. D-MAX
documented these deficiencies and provided BMP recommendations as requested by the City.
D-MAX re-inspected the site two days later on December 11 and observed that the majority of
the deficiencies had not been corrected. On December 12, D-MAX visited the site during a rain
event and collected samples of runoff from the site. Turbidity measurements were above 500
NTU for two samples taken near the southeast corner of the site and were above 400 NTU for a
sample taken near the northeast corner of the site.

During the next inspection on December 16, some additional BMP deficiencies had been
addressed, but the progress was still not sufficient. D-MAX returned to the site the following day
to attempt to collect a sample, but the rain had already stopped, and no runoff sample was
collected. D-MAX did observe sediment on the roadway outside of the southeast corner of the

site. A power-washing contractor was in the process of cleaning the road when D-MAX visited
the site. D-MAX returned to the site on the morning of December 31 to attempt to collect
another runoff sample, but once again the rain had stopped several hours before the site visit.
D-MAX observed some sediment in the roadway again, but it appeared to be less than during
the previous visit. D-MAX sampled water ponded at two locations just outside the southeast
corner of the site. Turbidity was measured at 250 NTU and 235 NTU at these locations, but
these measurements likely do not accurately reflect the turbidity of runoff since there had been
time for sediment to settle out.

During the inspection on January 6, D-MAX observed that most of the major BMP deficiencies
had been addressed, but a few still remained unresolved.

D-MaX performed its most recent inspection on January 14. D-MAX’'s assessment from this
inspection is that the developer has made sufficient improvements to the site, and it is
appropriate to lift the Stop Work Notice. There were some minor BMP deficiencies during the
January 14 inspection, and the developer will still be required to address these promptly.
However, the major deficiencies that led to the Stop Work Notice have been addressed, and the
overall state of the site has been improved to the point where it no longer poses the severe risk
of sediment discharges that it did in December.

Table 2 provides a summary of the different BMP deficiencies observed during inspections as
well as the corrective actions that had been implemented as of January 14, 2015.
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Table 2. Summary of BMP Deficiencies Observed and Corrective Actions Taken

BMP Deficiency

Corrective Action(s) Taken

Several lots lacked adequate erosion control
BMPs.

Additional lots were hydroseeded. Some smaller
areas were protected with plastic sheeting

Numerous slopes on the edges of lots were not
sufficiently stabilized and protected from
concentrated flows, and rills/gullies had formed.

Slopes were repaired where possible. BMPs were
added upstream of slopes to prevent concentrated
flows. Plastic sheeting was used in select areas to
create protected spillways where concentrated
flows could not be eliminated. Improved growth of
hydroseed on slopes was also observed.

All of the larger rilis were addressed, but a few
small rills still remained on January 14. The
developer is required to address these areas still.

Sidewalls at the edges of lots also lacked erosion
controls and several showed signs of erosion.

Sidewalls were protected with plastic sheeting.

Portions of the slope on the western edge of the
site lacked full stabilization.

Additional fiber rolls were installed. Plastic
sheeting was used to create protected spillways in
areas where upstream contours were causing flows
to concentrate.

Dirt roadways lacked sufficient stabilization and
sediment controls.

Roads were compacted and large berms were built
on them. A portion of the road that is inactive was
hydroseeded.

Runoff from a significant portion of the site was
being directed as concentrated flow to an
unstabilized area in the site’s southeast corner.

The developer built up an embankment to redirect
flows away from this area and toward a settling
area.

Some stockpiles lacked adequate cover

Covers were put on stockpiles.

The developer did not have sufficient quantities of
BMP materials on site.

Additional gravel bags, fiber rolls, and silt fences
were delivered to the site.

A significant amount of sediment was observed
along the roadway at the southeast corner of the
site.

Sweeping did not effectively remove all sediment,
s0 a power-washing contractor was hired and
removed the sediment from the road.

Gravel bag inlet protection BMPs were not always
in place

Gravel bags were put in place to protect on-site
and downstream off-site inlets.

Filter fabric used as part of inlet protection became
potentially clogged by hydroseeding materials

Filter fabric was replaced.

Stockpiles were placed close to a drain inlet. The
inlet is elevated above the ground height in that
area, decreasing the risk of discharge, but
stockpiles still need to be relocated away from the
drain.

This deficiency was first observed on January 6.
On January 14, the stockpiles had been covered,
but they had not been moved sufficiently far
enough away from the drain inlet. The developer is
still required to address this item.

Sediment control BMPs were lacking or damaged
in places.

A significant amount of additional silt fences and
gravel bags were added to the site perimeter and
the perimeters of lots.

Hi Malik,

The City is not technically required to do any pre-, post-, or during-rain event inspections of private
developments. Those inspections related to individual rain events come from the construction general permit rather
than the JRMP or municipal permit, and those are inspections that must be performed by the developer’s QSP. So the

inspection frequency table in my previous email covers all the construction inspections that the City needs to conduct
under the JRMP.

There were some deficiencies at Valencia last time | was there, but nothing too horrible by Valencia standards. They had
actually done a pretty good job of addressing the deficiencies from their previous inspection and the latest deficiencies
were mostly new ones around areas of recent activity. Vernon Ranch only had one deficiency, and it was not too

major. The deficiency was just that their tracking control BMP at the site entrance should be beefed up to meet the
specification the SWPPP.

Budget-wise, D-Max has about $5,500 left in our current contract for construction inspections.
