The California Regional Water Quality Control Board, San Diego Region (San Diego
Water Board) is releasing for public review and comment, Tentative Order No. R9-
2021-0204 amending Order No. R9-2019-0169 as amended by Order No. R9-2020-
0193, NPDES No. CA0108031, Waste Discharge Requirements for the Fallbrook
Public Utility District, Fallbrook Water Reclamation Plant and Santa Margarita
Groundwater Treatment Plant Discharge to the Pacific Ocean through the
Oceanside Ocean Outfall (Tentative Order). The Tentative Order proposes to make
amendments to Order No. R9-2019-0169 as directed by the California State Water
Resources Control Board (State Water Board) on remand pursuant to Order WQ
2021-0005, as well as to more accurately describe the FPUD’s land outfall structure,
update the monitoring and reporting program to be consistent with recently adopted
NPDES permits in the San Diego Region, and correct non-substantive typographical
errors.

The Fallbrook Water Reclamation Plant provides municipal wastewater treatment
services to a population of approximately 23,000 residents, treating predominately
residential and commercial wastewater within the Fallbrook Public Utility District. The
proposed Santa Margarita Groundwater Treatment Plant will treat raw groundwater
for potable use and discharges the waste brine to the Oceanside Ocean Outfall.
