The California Regional Water Quality Control Board, San Diego Region (San Diego
Water Board) has reviewed the April-June, July—September and October—
December quarterly 2009 monitoring reports submitted by Oak Tree Ranch, Inc. in
accordance with Monitoring and Reporting Program Order No. R9-2007-0046.

The following two violations of Order No, R9-2007-0046 were identified in the reports
submitted:

1. The daily maximum of Discharge Specifications B.2 for total nitrogen,
established at 9.64 milligrams per liter (mg/L), was exceeded on December 30,
2009 with reported values of 14.88 mg/L. However, we do acknowledge that
corrections have been made to reduce total nitrogen.

2. The Monitoring and Reporting Program Section F requires the Discharger to
submit an annual report that contains both tabular and graphical summaries of
monitoring data obtained during the previous year. The annual report shall also
include a log of clippings removed throughout the year, disposal method, and
calculate % uptake and removal by vegetation. These were not found in the
reports submitted.

Please be aware these violations subject you to possibie further enforcement action by
the San Diego Water Board, including administrative enforcement orders requiring the
you to cease and desist from violations, or to clean up waste and abate existing or
threatened conditions of pollution or nuisance; administrative assessment of civil liability
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in amounts of up to $5,000 per day per violation;" referral to the State Attorney General
for injunctive relief; and referral to the District Attorney for criminal prosecution.

The next monitoring report to be submitted is the January—March 2010 quarterly
monitoring report, which is due by April 30, 2010.
