SUBJECT:	Owens Corning Fiberglas Corporation, for the property located at 960 Central Expressway, Santa Clara, Santa Clara County – Rescission of Site Cleanup Requirements





CHRONOLOGY:	January 17, 1990 – Site Cleanup Requirements adopted


	November 19, 1993 – Site Cleanup Requirements amended





DISCUSSION:	From 1949 to the present, Owens Corning Fiberglas Corporation has operated a facility at the subject location for the production of thermal insulation, asphalt roofing rolls, and roofing shingles.  Releases of petroleum products to the soil and groundwater have occurred as a result of leaking underground storage tanks.  Soil and groundwater remediation has taken place by soil excavation and by groundwater extraction.  Petroleum contaminants have been significantly reduced to levels that do not pose a threat to human health or the environment.  While the existing Board Orders are for petroleum-related contaminants only, low levels of non-petroleum Volatile Organic Compounds (VOCs) also exist on site.  Most these VOCs are related to groundwater migration from off-site sources, but there may be some VOCs related to on-site sources.  Owens Corning and the off-site discharger will continue to monitor for VOCs to assure that they do not migrate or cause a threat to human health or the environment.  We will require additional investigation by Owens-Corning if monitoring results suggest an on-site VOC source.





	The attached Tentative Order (Appendix A) rescinds all existing Board Orders for this site.  No comments to the Tentative Order have been received.  We expect this item to remain uncontested.
