Airport consultant Lee Halterman will be present to describe the review process being applied to technical reports being done in connection with airport expansion.  This is in response to a request from federal and state agencies to allow independent peer review of these technical analyses.  In response, SFO and the Federal Aviation Administration funded the National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration (NOAA) to organize the "NOAA Science Panel" to meet this need. Members on the panel were nominated by Board staff and other participating agencies.  The expertise from local trusted scientists will greatly assist us in figuring out the strengths and weaknesses of the consultants' technical analyses to predict future environmental conditions under the different project scenarios.
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
