SUBJECT:	Status Report on San Mateo Countywide Stormwater Pollution Prevention Program (STOPPP) and its 2000/2001 Annual Report





CHRONOLOGY:	This is an information item.





DISCUSSION:	The Board has issued municipal stormwater NPDES permits for four counties and three cities in this region. The permit for STOPPP covers the following entities: the City and County Association of Governments of San Mateo County, San Mateo County, and the 20 cities and towns in the County.  All of these entities are co-permittees to the STOPPP permit and are responsible for implementing all permit provisions within their jurisdictions.





Unlike point source discharges, such as wastewater treatment plants where compliance is determined through attainment of numeric limits or standards (for example, 30 ppm maximum monthly average suspended solids from a municipal wastewater treatment plant), compliance for stormwater discharges is determined through an evaluation of how well each co-permittee implements its specific control measures.  Control measures are activities designed to reduce, if not eliminate, pollutants in urban runoff. In addition, compliance with permit requirements is measured by how well each co-permittee meets the regulatory standard of controlling pollutants in stormwater to the maximum extent practicable (MEP).





Each co-permittee is required to implement five program components through various control measures.  The five components and examples of control measures for each are as follows: 


Municipal Government Maintenance Activity Controls – control measures include street sweeping and storm drain inspection/cleaning.


Commercial/Industrial and Illicit Discharge Controls – control measures include conducting inspections to ensure the control of unauthorized discharges from commercial/industrial facilities and the prohibition of illicit discharges.


New and Redevelopment Treatment Measures – control measures include hosting “Post-Construction Controls” workshops, and enforcing requirements for compliance with effective stormwater and erosion controls at construction sites.


Public Information and Participation – control measures include educational outreach to schools and distribution of educational materials at local fairs.


Watershed Assessment and Monitoring – control measures include conducting assessments of watershed health and developing tools to identify and help solve water quality impairment problems.





The purpose of STOPPP’s Annual Report is to document the implementation and effectiveness of all co-permittees’ control measures, to report program accomplishments, and to identify areas that need improvement.  The goals, accomplishments, deficiencies, areas in need of improvement, and overall compliance status of each program component for the fiscal year 2000/2001 are discussed in Appendix A.  A more detailed evaluation of each co-permittee’s individual performance has been sent to STOPPP and each co-permittee as part of the transmittal of the material in Appendix A.





In general, STOPPP has effectively implemented control measures for most program components.  STOPPP and its co-permittees have continued to implement, effectively improve, and make significant accomplishments in all program areas.  Out of the 21 co-permittees, there are six that have several deficiencies which may result in non-compliance status.  To come into compliance, these co-permittees have been required to either submit additional materials or to correct the noted deficiencies this fiscal year.  Should non-compliance continue, staff will initiate appropriate enforcement action.  Most of the needed improvements are in the “Industrial/Commercial and Illicit Discharge” and “New Development and Construction Controls” components.





Due to the number of program components, the presentation at the Board Meeting will focus on only two: Industrial/Commercial and Illicit Discharge Controls and Public Information and Participation Activities.
