SUBJECT:	UNIVERSAL PAINT CORPORATION, TELTEC CORPORATION, RICHARD COTARELO, JENNY COTARELO, ADELAIDE GAROPPO, AND RONALD BROWN, FOR THE PROPERTY AT 1485-1509 BERGER DRIVE, SAN JOSE, SANTA CLARA COUNTY – Adoption of New Site Cleanup Requirements





CHRONOLOGY:	The Regional Board has not previously considered this item.





DISCUSSION:	Teltec Corporation, a manufacturer of printed circuit boards, currently operates and has operated at the subject site for approximately 31 years.  Universal Paint Corporation operated at the site prior to Teltec, but the exact period of occupancy is unknown.  An underground solvent storage tank formerly existed at the site, and this tank was likely used by both Universal Paint Corporation and by Teltec.  Teltec removed the tank approximately 20 years ago.





	Several Volatile Organic Compounds (VOCs), primarily trichloroethylene (TCE), were discovered in the groundwater underneath the buildings and at the property boundary in low to moderate concentrations.  The highest TCE concentration was 5100 micrograms per liter ((g/l).  The drinking water maximum contaminant level for TCE is 5 (g/l.  The Tentative Order (Appendix A) requires the dischargers to determine the extent of the contamination and to develop a Remedial Action Plan for the site.





	We received only minor comments by e-mail from the Santa Clara Valley Water District regarding the site hydrology.  The Tentative Order has been revised to reflect these comments.  We expect this item to remain uncontested.
