CHRONOLOGY:	June 19, 1996 - Site Cleanup Requirements adopted					


DISCUSSION:	From approximately 1960 to 1995, the site was used by the dischargers for a variety of industrial operations including: drum and metal recycling, retail tire and petroleum sales, and a truck weighing-scale.  As a result of these operations, the site had become impacted with lead, chlorinated solvents and petroleum hydrocarbons.





	The existing Board Order was adopted in 1996, setting forth tasks and a time schedule to define the extent of groundwater pollution.  The Order also incorporated a remedial action plan for soil.  The dischargers have defined the extent of groundwater pollution and implemented remedial measures.  These measures included: groundwater extraction, soil removal, soil treatment, capping, as well as implementing deed restrictions and a risk management plan.  Currently, total petroleum hydrocarbons as gasoline and chlorinated solvents have been reduced to non-detectable levels in groundwater.  For other pollutants, only lead, arsenic, selenium and thallium were detected at levels slightly above drinking water standards in groundwater.  Given that underlying groundwater is not a potential source of drinking water, these low concentrations of metals are not significant.  Therefore, no further action is warranted and the Order should be rescinded.





	The attached Tentative Order (Appendix A) acknowledges successful completion of investigative and remedial measures for the site and rescinds the existing Order.  No comments have been received and this item remains uncontested.
