RESCISSION OF WASTE DISCHARGE REQUIREMENTS FOR:

Hanson Aggregates Mid-Pacific Region

Pleasanton Quarry

Pleasanton, Alameda County

The California Regional Water Quality Control Board, San Francisco Bay Region (hereinafter the Board) finds that:

1.
Hanson Aggregates Mid-Pacific Region owned and operated the Pleasanton Quarry, located at 3000 Busch Road, Pleasanton, Alameda County.  The discharge of retention pond overflow was regulated by National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) Permit No. CA0006289 in Order No. 96-047.

2.
The NPDES permit was originally issued to Kaiser Sand and Gravel Company.  Hanson Aggregates subsequently obtained ownership and operation of the quarry.

 3.
In December 2001, Hanson Aggregates depleted the rock source at the Pleasanton Quarry and ceased operation permanently.  Therefore, Order No. 96-047, which regulates the discharges, is no longer necessary. 

4.
The NPDES permit in Order No. 96-047 expired on April 17, 2001.  However it remains in effect until it is reissued or rescinded.

5.
The rescission of waste discharge requirements is exempt from the provisions of Chapter 3 (commencing with Section 21000 of Division 13) of the Public Resources Code (CEQA) pursuant to Section 13389 of the California Water Code.

6.
The Board has notified Hanson Aggregates and interested agencies and persons of its intent to rescind waste discharge requirements in Order No. 96-047, and has provided them with an opportunity for a public hearing and an opportunity to submit their written views and recommendations.

7.
The Board, in a public meeting, heard and considered all comments pertaining to the rescission of waste discharge requirements for the above discharge.

IT IS HEREBY ORDERED that Order No. 96-047 is rescinded.
