NOTICE OF PUBLIC HEARING

Pursuant to California Water Code Sections 13350 and 13351, the Regional Board Executive Officer has issued an Administrative Civil Liability Complaint No. R2-2002-050 against Alpine Road Winery, LLC (the Discharger), which owns and operates the Alpine Road Winery at 7620 Alpine Road, La Honda. 

This Complaint alleges that the Discharger violated one of this Regional Water Quality Control Board's (Regional Board's) Water Quality Control Plan (Basin Plan) Discharge Prohibitions and proposes a civil liability of $18,000.00.  The Complaint provides an opportunity for the Discharger to undertake a supplemental environmental project (SEP) in lieu of a portion of the proposed civil liability if the Discharger waives its right to a hearing.

If the Discharger contests the Complaint, the Regional Board will hold a public hearing to affirm, reject, or modify the proposed civil liability, or refer the matter to the Attorney General for recovery of civil liability. The Regional Board may also accept a SEP in lieu of a portion of the civil liability. The Regional Board hearing will commence at a time and place as follows:

Members of the public are invited to attend and express their views on this matter at the public hearing.  The Regional Board requests that persons who comment orally submit written confirmation of those oral comments before or during the hearing, to assure accuracy of the record.  If the Discharger waives its right to a hearing and agrees to pay the proposed civil liability or undertake a SEP in lieu of a portion of the liability, there will not be a public hearing.  
All evidence must be received in writing by the Regional Board by 5 p.m. on August 29, 2002.  New evidence may not be presented at the hearing, however, the Chair, in his sole discretion, may nevertheless allow persons who did not submit such evidence by the deadline to present evidence at the hearing based upon a satisfactory showing of why the evidence could not have been timely submitted.  Persons may present verbal testimony to the Board summarizing previously submitted evidence or expressing general support or opposition to a proposed action.
