City of Sunnyvale, Wastewater Treatment Plant, Sunnyvale, Santa Clara County- Hearing to Consider Mandatory Minimum Penalty for Discharge of Partially Treated Wastewater to Waters of the State

CHRONOLOGY:
Mandatory Minimum Penalty, August 2001

DISCUSSION:
There were a total of seven violations of  City of Sunnyvale’s (the Discharger) NPDES permit during the period between August 1, 2001 and November 30, 2002.  These violations are: six cyanide 1-day average limit violations and one tributyl tin monthly average limit violation.  All seven of these violations are subject to mandatory penalties under Section 13385 (h) of the California Water Code for a total mandatory minimum penalty of $21,000.  The Discharger is allowed to propose a supplemental environmental project (SEP) of $18,000.  

The Discharger has signed the waiver to a Board hearing and has proposed a SEP.  The Board staff  is reviewing the proposed SEP.
