1977 – Updated Waste Discharge Requirements

1994 – Updated Waste Discharge Requirements

DISCUSSION: 
The Westport Landfill is a closed 45-acre disposal site owned by the John Arrillaga Survivor’s Trust, the Peery Private Investment Company, and the Peery Public Investment Company.  The landfill operated from 1948 until its closure around 1970.  Pursuant to Board Order No. 94-181 a vertical perimeter barrier wall and low permeability clay cap was installed.  Following completion of these activities, the site was developed with a commercial business park containing twenty, two-story buildings.

This Tentative Order updates and rescinds Order No. 94-181 and provides revised Waste Discharge Requirements, reflecting recent site development and current facility conditions, assuring compliance with the appropriate portions of Title 27 of the California Code of Regulations.  It further revises the facilities groundwater and leachate monitoring programs based on our current understanding of site (and groundwater) conditions.

Order.
