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SUBJECT:
Central Marin Sanitation Agency, San Rafael, Marin County- Hearing to Consider Mandatory Minimum Penalty for Discharge of Partially Treated Wastewater to Waters of the State

CHRONOLOGY:
Mandatory Minimum Penalty, February 2001

DISCUSSION:
There were a total of two violations of  Central Marin Sanitation Agency’s (the Discharger) NPDES permit during the period between January 1, 2002 and January 1, 2003.  These are two chlorine residual limit violations.  These two violations are subject to mandatory penalties under Section 13385 (h) of the California Water Code for a total mandatory minimum penalty of $6,000. The Discharger is allowed to propose a supplemental environmental project (SEP) of $6,000.  

The Discharger has signed the waiver to a Board hearing and has proposed a SEP.  The Board staff  is reviewing the proposed SEP.
