The above discharger has filed an application for reissuance of a permit under the National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System.  The Board's staff has prepared a tentative permit for this discharger, containing effluent and receiving water limitations and special provisions, in accordance with the Federal Clean Water Act and the California Water Quality Control Act.  The Cities of San Jose and Santa Clara Water Pollution Control Plant have filed an application for reissuance of a permit under the National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System.  The Board's staff has prepared a tentative permit for this discharger, containing effluent and receiving water limitations and special provisions, in accordance with the Federal Clean Water Act and the California Water Quality Control Act.  

The Discharger owns and operates the San Jose/Santa Clara Water Pollution Control Plant (the Plant), located at 700 Los Esteros Road, San Jose, Santa Clara County. The Plant provides tertiary treatment of wastewater from domestic, commercial and industrial sources from the cities of San Jose, Santa Clara, and Milpitas; County Sanitation District 2-3; the West Valley Sanitation District including Campbell, Los Gatos, Monte Sereno and Saratoga, and the Cupertino, Burbank, and Sunol Sanitary Districts.  

The Board intends to consider adopting the tentative permit during a meeting to commence at the time and location as follows:

The Board will hear oral testimony, but will not accept written comments after the deadline noted above, except for written transcripts of oral testimony, if desired to assure accuracy of the record.
