Thank you for working closely with the Las Gallinas Valley Sanitary District and our consultant in developing the Tentative NPDES Order.  The District is generally pleased with the Order, and is grateful for your efforts and those of other RWQCB staff in resolving a number of key issues in a manner that is mutually acceptable to the Regional Board and the District.  

However, the District's Board continues to feel strongly that the reclamation provisions in the Tentative NPDES Order, specifically the mandatory 5-month reclamation season, puts the District at a serious disadvantage in our upcoming contract extension negotiations with the Marin Municipal Water District. The District acknowledges the WQCB staff's attempt to address this concern through Provision 15, but does not feel that that Provision 15 changes the District's position in a significant way.  

The District Board is meeting on this issue this Thursday night (November 20th), and will make a decision at that time as to how to proceed.  I expect that the LGVSD Board will request a meeting with you, the Division Head and the Executive Officer in hopes of resolving this issue.
