IT CORPORATION AND VINE HILL PROPERTIES LLC, VINE HILL COMPLEX – CLASS I HAZARDOUS WASTE MANAGEMENT FACILITY MARTINEZ, CONTRA COSTA COUNTY – Updated Waste Discharge Requirements and Rescission of Order Numbers 78-76, 86-014, and 87-037.

CHRONOLOGY: 
1978 –  Adopted Waste Discharge Requirements 

1985 –  Adopted Cleanup and Abatement Order 

1986 –  Adopted Revised Cleanup and Abatement Order 

1987 – Adopted Cease and Desist Order 

DISCUSSION: 
The primary purpose for this Order is to revise existing Waste Discharge Requirements (WDRs) to account for the completion of closure of what was formerly an operating hazardous waste facility.  The Order requires continued surface and groundwater monitoring and reporting in compliance with the State’s hazardous waste disposal regulations for as long as the wastes pose a threat to water quality.

The Vine Hill Complex – Class I Hazardous Waste Management Facility consists of a 40-acre site referred to as the Vine Hill Site and a 26-acre site referred to as the Baker Landfill/Baker Site.  IT Corporation submitted Closure and Post-Closure Plans to the DTSC and Regional Board staff for review and approval in 1995.  Final closure construction activities were completed 1998 and approved by the Department of Toxic Substances Control (DTSC) in June of 1999.  

The Discharger has reviewed and expressed concurrence with this Tentative Order.
