DISCUSSION:	The Board in April 1998 adopted Site Cleanup Requirements in order to address investigation and remediation of petroleum pollution related to former bulk storage facilities located in the vicinity of Pier 64 in the Mission Bay area of San Francisco. Mission Bay is a major redevelopment for San Francisco consisting of approximately 300 acres of anticipated mixed use development.





The existing 1998 order sets forth a task and time schedule to investigate and cleanup the free product petroleum plume in the vicinity of Pier 64. The attached Tentative Order (Appendix A) revises the completion dates in order to accurately reflect the status of the project. Delays have occurred due to complexity of the project, primarily due to the sheer numbers of named dischargers involved and the different interests of the current owners and the oil companies.





During the course of development of the Tentative Order comments have been received and incorporated to the extent feasible. This item remains uncontested.
